People’s Only Recourse s
New Law.

Says

JEFFERSON CITY, Mo., March 24—In
reference to the decislon of the suprems
court of the Unlted Statex In the Minne-
sota and North Caroline rate cnees, Attor-
ney General Hadley sald today:

“While the declslon of the supreme court
in these cases i principally based upon the
unreasonablensss of the penalties pro-
soribed by the Minnesota and North Caro-
lina statutes, its effect I unguestlonably
to sustitin the contantion of tha raliroads.

Mate lnw, Lthey can now have one of thelr
officlals make an aftidavit that 1t would

“If the people of the several wtates do
not want to have the laws that they enact
to be subject to the suspensive vole power
of the United States clroult courts, they
shiould insist that thelr senators and rep-
meseniatives In congress enact the law
recommended by the recent conventlon of
the attorneys genersl of elghtecn stnten,
that no Unlted Btates clrcult eourt should
have the right to enjoin ihe enforcement
of any state statute.”

IOWA MAN IN LOTTERY DEAL

Peter Ruff of Burlington Arrested on
Charge of Misuse of
Mails,

BURLINGTON, Ia. March 324.—Pstor
Ruff, & barber, has been arrested here by
federal authorities charged with using the
malls for unluwful purposes.

COST OF QUARANTINE LINE

Congressmnn Scott of Kanaas Talks on
Havageas of Texus Cattle Tiek
in South,

WASHINGTON, March 24.—~1In eoxplain-
Ing the provisions of the agricultural ap-
propriation Lill, Mr, Beott of Kansas, In the
house of representatives today called at-
tention to the ravages of the brown tall
mothe mnd the Texas cattle tick, The
former, he snld, were rapldly destroying the
groves and forests of the New Hngland
states, while the Texas tick had been one
of the greateat penis known. The tick, he
dotlared, was responsible for ths quaran-
tine line which for nourly twenily yeara
had stretehed neroms the country from one
ocean to the other.

The annual cost of malntaining that line

to the different states and the
netlon was hardly less  than  $600,000.
That, however, Mr Scott sald, was the

smallest [tem Inflloted upon the country by
the catlie tick, "“The prosence of the tick,"
he sald, “deprociates the priee of every
head of cattle below the guarantine line,
while it deprives the northern statea of the
market they would otherwlee find In the
routhern states for thelr high grade stock.
The loss to the north could not even be
gueased at, but he estimated that the
annual loss sufferod by the stales south
of the line, could not be less than $40,000,00
He thorefore sald It necded no argument to
Justify a mont liboral appropriation from
the federal treasury for erndloating thess
two pests and the committes had recom-
mended 50,000 in each case.
