OMAHA, March 34—To the BEditor of The
Feo: 1 sve (hat the eltizens of Omaha are
sgnin Almoussing the Columbus-Loup river
wator power scheime. About fourtesn ywars
ago, whils working at Columbus to protect
the #ounly lron bridge at that polnt, the
main Matte river was dry and there was
not enough water In the Loup river to cut
muech flgure in supplying a power plant for
Omabha, after belng sifted through the sands
of the Platte ¥iver to this. Then again, &
few wears ago there waa groat excitement
got up abhout establishing a wonderful power
plant st Kearmey, Neb. The town was
boonted up very rapidly, but woni down a
good deal mors rapldly when It was found
that thers was not sufficlent water Lo run
the plant.

A year or two ago I coalled attention,
through the Omahs papers, to the fact that
one of the best water powers of the coun-
tyy eould be established at Florente, Neb,,
virtually Omahs iteelf, at o very reasonable
cowt, where, I think, about forty or filty
fall could be obtained by r\!nm N raoe
from Decatur, Neb., to Florenes, This race
eould be started at about the pame depth
as the main river and run at 8 bearing
to a point of fall at WMorence. Of course,
this race would coms out onto the surface
of the ground, at about the centar between
the two points, and would have to bo levied
up on ench ®lde soma distincd above that
point, and also below to Morence. It could
be run along the edge of_the bluft or
benoher, 0 as to get the per fall at
TMorence. This 18 & matter for englneers
to determine, on the best plan of dolng this
work, but it is entirely feasible and prac-
tical,

The two great drawbacks In the minds of
engineers s the damming of tha Missourd
river at the starting point and nles holding
the banks as well as the bed'of the canal
in order to give it a good, safs starting.
This can all be done with my new im-
proved system, with but very fow rocks,
and also a fow sheot plling. Captain
Behultz {8 now, on the part of the govern-
ment, examining into this new theory of
mine and It 1s most lkely that there will
be a certaln portion of the present river
appropriation applled to & thorough tost of
this new system for managing rivers, and
thors ls no doubt in my mind thet this new
system will make 1t posaible for the farm-
ers Lo protect their farms, draln the river
bottoms and deepen all rivers sultable for
navigation, putting deep, navigable waters
to tho sen and establishing power plants on
all the rlvers of the country to supply the
country with power, beat and light,

I want to say one thing' concerning the
advantage such a water power would by to
Omaha. A large pipe or water mnin could
be run from this race to any point In
Omaha, where a Iarge body of water could
ba retalned. A standpipe with one pump
to keep it full from this reservolr would
give perfect safety for the highest bullding
and on the highest grounds In Omaha.

Now In Tmmediste Towveh with Twe
Mundred and Highty-Six Ex-
changes on the New
Linen.

Mayor Bears of Bloux City, promlinsnt
oitizens of La Mars, Dea Moines, Atlantie
and several other woestern Iowa clities called
up Omaha Wednesday afternoon to try the
newly conpected Long Distance Telephone
company’'s wires, and they found perfect
metalllie connectionn. Wednesday the con-
noctions wers compisted by which the Inde-
pendent Telephons company of Omaha may
now connect with all of western lows and
the service waa given a severo test and
found most satisfactory.

Charles G. Coekerill, president of the
Long Distance Independent Telephone com-
pany; C. . Bmith, secretary; M. M. Head,
treasurer, and C. C. Deerlng, genoral man-
nger, were in Omihi to be present at the
opening of the new connection, which put
Omaha in immediate touch with 29000 in-
depandent telephones. The company has
conneotions with the Nebraska Independent
lines, but js not advertising the fact until
additional lines are installed, that all the
bualness may be cared for, It Is thought
this will be dona about June L

The homo of the long distance company
Is the second story of the branch house of
the Independent Telophone company, Twen-
ty-fourth and Cuming w»irests, and here
long distance girls will be added as fasl
an necosmary to handle the business, The
local company has 900 'phones working
through that substation and 2,200 through
the main office, making 5100 in all, and
although 3,000 is the numbar set by tho com-
pany to have Installed before a charge In
mads, the company does not propose Lo
charge for locsal service untll Maey 1. A
charge is made for long distance seryice,

The local company I8 connected with Iowa
through the Councll Bluffs office and a
cable carrying fifty palrs of wires is carried
aorops the Douglins streel bridge, as woll
e twenty-five pialrs of overhead wires,
giving a doubla service to provide agalnst
acoldent,

Dintinet from Loeal Company.

The long distance company 8 a separate
corporation from the local company and
deals In nothing but long distance service
and the same officers handle the businesa
st Omahs as are¢ in charge at Sloux City.
Mr. Deering has arrived from Sloux City
to becomuo general manager of the new com-
pany and will resldle In Omaha,

‘“We are botter soqualnted in Towa than
in Nebraska, but hope to become aoqualnted
In this state,” paid President Cockerill.

Tho American fakir Is probably unaware
that he can trace lls ancesiry to a more

anclent source than any royal famlily of
HBurope or the Orlent. Though the dlction-
arles derive our word “fakit" from the

Anglo-8axon, and regard our fakirdom as
entirely lndoplendlnl._ol the anclent Aslan
{nstitution, Dr. Richard Schmidt considers
the Buropean and Ameriean fakir ns
morely o degénerate product of the Indian
fakir.

In a volume entitled “Fakirs and Fakir-
dom in Anclent and Modern India,” Dr,
Schmidt, an eminent German authority on
East Indlan subjects, makes an exhaustive
sclentifie study of the marvelous feals of
the viarfous réllglous orders and ascetios
and mendicants In that country. For the
fakir has for ‘many centurles played a
prominent rold’'m the Indian religion. Dr,
Schmidt had edrefully collected his datn
from the mobst Tellable native and Buro-
pean sources. ' His book is based chiefly
upon the resesrches of Prof. Ernst Kuhn
of Munich anfl Prof. Richard Garbe of
Tublngen. By adding to these hiz own
Investigations, he has suoccceded in giving
s trustiworthy 'mecount of the wanderful
practices of thess “holy men' of the In-
dian rellgion, or “yokis,” as they are called.

A former French chief justice In Chan-
dernagore, Jacolliot, gives an account of
several curfous performances that were
displayed for his benefit by a yog! named
Govinda-8waml on the terrmce of his own
house. Belng by no mesans e¢redulous, Ja-
oolliot took every precaution to prevent de-
ception. Fine sand waas strewn on the
ground In order to make as even & sur-
face as posaible. Jacolliot was asked to
seat himsslf at a table upon which were
a pencil and paper. The fakir carefully
lald a plece of wood upon the sand and
announced that whatever figures Jacolllot
might draw on the paper the plece of wood
would transoribe precisely upon the sand,
The yogi siretched out his hand and the
wooden plecs Immediately copled upon the
eand tha most complicated and twisted
figures that Jacolllot drew. When the
Frenchman stopped writing the plece of
wood also came to a standstill, The fakir
stood al a distance, agalnst & wall, while
Jacolliot held the paper and penell in such
a way that the Indlan could not possibly
ses what he war Insoribing.—Harper's
Weekly.

Bismarck, during his marvelous career, outwitted the most celebrated statesmen of

his time ; overthrew and conquered three armed nations, and ruled over the empire he

created with enlightened and practical wisdom for nearly half a century, dying at the
ripe old age of 89, famous throughout the world as the “Greatest of the Germans.”
