Craned hy Approsch of Flumes She
Leaps From High
Window,

NEW YORIK, April .—=One woman loat
her life, nearly A seorn of men and wdmen

were Injured, and as many mors wern
reacuad from death In the flames today
during a Mrd which desiroyed the four-

sory tenement house at 470 Pearl street,
The dead woman waz Julin [scla, 22 yvears
old, who lived with her father, brother and
twa sisters on the fourth floor of the
bullding. She jumped from a window after
her night clothing hnd taken fire from the
flames Which swirled around the window
where siie and her father, brolher and
sleters waore walling for ald.

Almost bofore her body had sirock the
stone paved sireet and was crushed Into
a shapeless mnss (the [iremen had suce-
corded th ralsing an extension ladder to
the window and the other members of the
family wore laken down in mafety,

Whils the rescue of the Isolus was In
progress, Michasdl Conway, a4 Young flre-
man Whe was sppointed (o the department
only & few wooks ago, was making a
vallant and, as it proved, successful effort
1o save his own famlly,. Conwayv's father,
mother and &lx brothers and sisters lived
on the top floor of the burning bullding.
When he reached the house they were
staunding by open windows shouting for
help, while behind them the flames poured
up the stulrwaye and onclhroled the firn
cacapea at the rear. Ladders were gulckly
run up to the windows and a moment Iater
Oonway oarried his molher down (o the

rtrecl, In several more trips the young
fireman brought bis siaters to safety. and
then the father wnd brothers followed.

Noarly twenly persons were injured, but
none of them, witlh the exception of Miss

Up te poon, elght dead bodies had besn
taken from the ruink of the Castle stirest
tenements and it was belleved that several
others are stlll burled In the debris.
Twenty persons were taken out alive and
none of them In seriously injured. The
necident which was at first (hought to be
due 1o an explosion of gas, now turns outl
to have bevn caused through the founda-
tlons of the structures being weakened by
the excavatlons for a new bullding adjoin-
ing.

A wound from which ha died shortly after
noon,

Gardner haa a wife and several grown-up
chijdren. The prominence of both families
and the youth of Miss Braflney served io
make the shooting sensaltlonal.

It s alleged that Gardner had been In-
fatuated with the young girl for a long
time. Tt is sald ha becumae extremaly en.
raged last night when Misa Bradney went
to ohurch aecompanied by & young man
companion, Cardner t(oday purchased a
réavolver, stating that he wished to “fix
some burglare” He then went directly to
the kitchen of the Bradney home and,
walking stralght o the young girl, be
presaed the revolver (o her breast and
fired one shot, She fell dead, shot through
the hearl

Mrs. Bradney atlempted 1o seige Gardner,
but, dodging her, he ran Lo his own real-
dence next door and fired & bullet Into
his mouth.
