The recelver of tha
Cerning bank argued through his attor-
neys to the court that because of tha
statute prohibiting Incurring linbility other
than to deposilors the bank could not be
held liable for forged paper sold by lis
president 1o the lowa Nallonal bank. Tha
Adams county distriet court took that view
of it but the supreme court reversed this
today in favor of the Towa Natlonal., Tha
supreme court holds that the two statutes
must be taken togethar end that having
been given the authority te buy and sell
commaercial paper it In necessury for tham
to Incur liability, for such paper is never
bought excapt with the understanding that
it Is guarantesd by the bank salling It

The decision of the court Is one of the
most Important from a banking standpoint
that has been rendered In many months
by many court. Had the supreme court
taken the other view the nationnl banks
and others buying commerclal paper from
pavings banks in lowa would have nquit
buying such paper and the savings banks
of the state would have been forced out
of that line of banking for the reaso.
