LONGWORTH SAYS S0 IN HOUSE

Debate on Consular BIIl Brings Oat
Move Complete Detalls of the
Famous Diplomatie Ine
eldent.

WABHTRGTON, April 18.—"Tha ohjsction
to D, HI e ambassador to Berlin was
simply and aolely that hisg private fortune
would not enahle him to represent praperly

This satement was made today’ in the
house. by Mr. Longworth of Ohio, son-In-
taw of Presldent Roosevelt, during the con-
sideration of the diplomatie appropristion
bill. Mr. Longworth was making a plea
for the maintenance by the government of
suitable Jegation bulldings at the various
forvign eapitals, Ho referred to the prems
dispatches stated that the German .em-
peror had refused fo scdept Dr. Hill snd
to the ofticlal denial xiven to the pub-
linhed stories. “‘Nevertheless, sald Mr.
Longworth, "there Is noe doubt that there
was a foundatlon for these storien beyond
mictp rumor, and It & undoubtediy true
that persons high In authority In Germany
for some time have boen saying that Dr,
Hill was not persons grata to the emperor.”

Thesy objections, howsever, ha declared,
could not he because Dr, HIll waa noi ex-
perienced. In diplomacy, nor sufficlently
Jearned In international law nor thet he
was not sufficlantly able and representa-
tive. Thoy were, he assoried, dus o the
fact that “because he wan not sulficlently
well off 1o pay the difference between the
amount pald him as palary and the
amount necessary to maintain his position
as gmbamsador, he would not be able to
keep up wuch mn establishment as that
of ithe present mmbassador, but would not
be able to keep up any ostablishment ‘At
alL

SUGGESTED CALENDAR REFORM

PFraposed Method of Adjunting Work
Hours to Length of the
Day.

While the plan of William Willett for
lengthening our days In summer has ad-
vaneed In England to the point of the
Introduction of a bill, it s hardly lkely
to recelve the sanction of Parliament. It
in ona of those things which are so simple
and sensible that they are not likely to
be ndopted” for a century at least. The
essential point of Mr. Willett's proposal, 1
may be recalled, 18 to move the hands of
the <clock ahead twenty minutes every
Bunday In April and to draw them back,
twenly minutes every Bunday In Beptem-
ber. Such a gradusl and regular adjust-
ment would disturb no one and the re-

mult would be that In the long summer

days noon would ocome at 10:40,, banks
would close at 1:40 Inatead of 3, by the
sun, and people who work till 6 would be
released at 4:40, with time for a good out-
Ing before dark. Work would begin at
the sume time, relatiyely to the sun, as In
winter, apd the lelsure ‘hourn of daylight
would be put togsther In a 'molid, service-
able lump at the end of the day. If there
are any objectiona (o this plan except Its
novelty, they have not yet been adduced,
and the advantages seem abvious enough.
In England, tno, & new scheme for the
reformation of the calendar has been
brought  forward by Alexander Philip,
which has several altractive feitures,
His purposs has been to solve the old
problem of making ¢ach day of the month
fall always on the same day of woek, and
to that end he has cut out New Year's
day and Leap day, making each n holiday
not counted' in the calendar, 'This leaves
M4 days  divided Inte four quarters of
ninety-one days each, and, shortening
some months and lengthening others, he
arrives at this symmetrical scheme: M0,
|, X; B0, o8 31; 30, I, J|M; 0, 0 12N
Thus there would be a perpetual calendar,
the week and the month always agreeing,
and the convenlence of the reform to the
busineas world s obvious.—Bpringfield Re-
publican.

BANDITS TERRORIZE TOWN

Persian Aunthorities in Panic Owver
Outlawry.

RUSSIA COMPELLED TO FIGHT

Line of Battle Extends Across Fron-

tler of Necessity __ Trouble
Ahead of Army of
Pacifieation.

BT. PETERSBURE, Aprl 18—The forelgn
office ls keenly interestsd in Russia's litlle
frontier war in Poerala, It Is the first oc-
casion 1o arise for ‘the active application
of Ruasia's rights, under the Anglo-Russian
agreament, to Interfers Lo proserve order
in northern FPersin. The operations them-
selves are conaldered of mino? importance
and they wili quickly come to an end as
s00n as the subsidenta of the floods permits
the movoment of the Russian detachments,
Russie counts upon the hearty support of
Great Britain and no interference on the
part of any other power,

The foreign office -has no further news
of fighting., Thoe Russian commander tele-
graphs that the Persian Inhabitants along
the frovtier have abandoned thair villagea
and fled to the mountains. The Russlan
dotachment is still In Perslan territory.

TIFLIB, April 18-—~The situatjon on the
Perslan frontier arising from the activity
of bands of marauding Kurda has not ma-
terially Improved, The Persian bandits,
who retired into thelr mountaln fasinesses
after thelr first successes against the Rus-
sians, again concentrated In force yester-
diay and renewed thelr attack against
Beleusvar. The Russians countered with
energy and their artlllery bombarded sov-
eral villages in which ths brigands had
taken shelter, The Runsian commander
has received orders to disparse and entirely
wipe ouwt the brigand bands. Reinforce-
ments are belng sent into him from Baku
and Lenkoran. The expeditlon that went
In from Baku found s flanks to be ma-
naced By the brigands; it therefore ocou-
pled polnts In Peralan territory in order
adequately to protect the line of commu-
nleation. In sddition to the losses previ-
ously reported the Russians have had
soven soldiers killed,

The Russian commander says In a report
that the Perslan authorities have lost thelr
heads entirely and that anarchy relgns in
the dlstrice,

Advices recelved from Tabrizs are that
the governor of that coity haa pecsived im-
perative orders from Teheran to hasten
the dispateh of & Persian forde into the
disturbed territory, sending all (he regular
troops avaliabie,

Lisutenant General Miatchenko, governaor
Reneral of TIflis, has left here for the
Karp district to supervise the precaution-
ary moasures Russia ls taking along the
Turkish frontier in view of the mobilizs-
tign of Turkish troops on the other side
of the line. The peopls of Tiflls are con-
piderably ooncerned over s sltuation,
but higher military officials now profess
confidence that the Turkish measures are
not direclted agalnst Rossia.

Congresaman Hinshaw has heen eape-
clally persistent in his afforts not only be-
fore the subcommliitee, but before the full
committes, to secura an appropriantion for
the purchase of additional ground upon
which to erect an extetmion of the Beatrice
postoffice, and he emphatically wanls a
site and public building st Fairbury. Ac-
cording to the rule of the commitiee, Mr.
Hinshaw cannot get both propositions, and
in consequence he is pretly warm. It prob-
ably will be put up to the congressman to
maka h!s selection as to which city he
wants to go Into the bill, which will keep
the congreseman thinking for a time at
least.
