THR INLAND WATERWAYS.

No delinite program haa beeh an-
nounced for the conference to be held
at the White House in May to discuss
the inland waterway proposition, along
with other questions of conservifig the
nation’s naturdl resources. In re-
cent veto message lo congross, Presl-
dent Roosevelt bas glven a hipt, how-
ever, of his attitude, particulafly with
reference to the annual appro tions
for the improvement of rivers And har-
bors. It has for years boen the cus-
tom of congréss to mARke these appro-
| printions, apportioning the mouey to
different sections more, it ia generally
admitted, upon the pressure brought
to bear by members tham upon the
urgency of the improvements, - The
rosult naturally has been luck of sys-
tomatiec waterway work anywhere and
actual waste of a Ilberal portion @f the
money. In his veto of a bill glving a
weastern company certain water right
privileges on the Rainy river, Presi-
dent Roosevelt said:

The navigability of every Inland Wwater-
way, and of all conngeled and conmecta-
hle Inland walerways, as A& whola, fhould
be Impraved for the purposs of interstate
and forelgn commérte uUpon A ent
and unified plan by which each part should
be mads to halp the other part. :

A starting point may be had i the
delegates to the White House confer-
ence In May first accept the president’s
recommendation that the improvement
of Inland waterways ba confined to
thosge streams that merif improvement
for the purpose of Intérstate and for-
plgn commerce, thus abandoning the
poliey of appropriating money to be
expended solely In local improvementa
which ean result in no direct general
benefit.

The coming conference will be a
notable one In many regpects. The
president hus Invited the governors of
the different states; with three dele-
fiates from each state to be selected
by its governor, the members of the
cablpet and the Juistices of the su-
preme court and the membess of the
congress. In nddition he had ppecially
invited © Grover * Clevelnnd, William
Jennings Bryun, James J. Hill, Andrew
Carnegle and John Mitehell to particl-
pate In the conferetes, The Invita-
tion list, therefore, includes the only
Uving éx-president, the president, and
all of the pronounced candidates for
preésidentinl honors In both partles.
This fact, coupled with the time of the
conference, on the very eve of the two
great national conventions, s signifi-
cant of the nonpartisan and widespread
interest in the problem of saving and
developing the gountry’s natural re-
sources and wealth which is the broad
object of the conference.

WHAT TH® COURTS RAVE DECIDED.

Beveral decislons handed down by
the fedaral courts within the last few
Ay on cases affesting the rate regu-
lation lawsoenacted, by the last Ne-
braska legialaturé glve s fair idea of
the position which the federal courts

The right of the state to regulate
trafic and transportation within thelr
boundaries, even to the point of fixing
maximum schedules of rates, is con-
coded. This right, however, i1s sub-
ject to several limitations, among them
that the rates fixed must be reasonable
and not confiscatory, and that the pen-
altles must not be eo excessive ag Lo
prévent the ea rler companies from ap-
pealing to the protection of the courts.

It may be taken for granted that the
federal courts will assume jurisdiction
over gny case in which it Is alleged
that property ts belng conflscated or
denied the equal protection of the laws
fuarantesd by the Fourteenth amend-
,|ment, and that it will take this jurle-
+|dietlon no metter what, devices the
state may resort 10 to hold the cases
in state courts or to t the insti-
tution of sults in fed ris.

The state of Nebraska has, there-
fore, won in the case where the rail-
roads attemptad to enjoln. the exercise
of rate-making power by the state
commisslon before the commission had
promulgated any rate dchedule, the
court holding that the thirty days that
must elapse from the promuigating of
& rate schedule to it enforcement
glves ample time for legal remedy for
any real wrong. The state of Ne-
braska has lost in ite effort to have the
question of reagonabieéness remanded
to the state courts to bardecided Arst
there,

These totals were prepsred
before the destructive fire at Chelses,
Mass,. in which property valded at
more than §6,000.000 was destroyed.
At the rats estahiisbed to date, the to-
tal for 1908 will excepd §300,000,000,
it Assumes the
proporiions of & b disaster. In
Januvary $16,000,000 was put into new
buildings In this and §24,000.-
000 worth burned,

These losses, it should be remem-
bered, must be pald for In some way
or anolher and the burden does not
fall glone upon the ownere of the prop-
orty destroyed by fire. The Josa at
8an Francisco and Baltimore and
Iater at Chelsea are big wastes, like
war, famine and pestilence, that cause
a draln on world resources and have a
depressing and retarding effect upon
enterprise and industry.

Experts estimate that 4t least 76
per cent of the fire lossas in the United
States are preventable. Investigation
shows that most of the fires are trace-
able to inflammable construction, im-
proper installation of electric wiring,
defective flues, lax Inspection, care-
less use of matches and other causes
traceable almost directly to neglect,
It of the $300,000,000 annual loss by
fire $200,000,000 {is chargeable to
carelessness, the cardlessness must be
of the kind which Is not excusable
and which should be avolded or penal-
imed.
