LITTLE IN MONEYS AND CREDITS

There Also Appears to Be a Pauneity
of HHomsehold Furniture at the
Time the Assessor Made
His Calla,

The eltizens of Council Biuffs cannotl be
nocused of being weallhy, at least the as-
sesment of thelr personal property as
cartifled to County Auditor Cheyne yaster-
day by City Assessor Hardin would not in«
dicate that they are overburdened with
tiohas, The total sctual value of the par-
sonal proparty in the clty of Counell Bluffs
as figured out by Mr. Hardin |s 5,400,984,
and of this amount FIB0,761 represents the
value of new bulldings. The Assested val-
uation, which {s one-fourth of the motual
valuntion, |8 consequently but S87.859,

There are evidently no millionaires among
the citizens of Council Bluffs, as the actual
value of all moneys And credits owned by
them only tolals $39.6. The actual value
of merchandise is §1,1584,758.

Although Councll Bluffs has always boéen
considared & city of homes the owners of
thesa homes apparently do nol posséss any
furniture to spare. The actual value of all
the furniture assessabla for taxation in
Council Blutfs amotints to only 7,190, 1In
fact the people of Councll Bluffs own more
vehiloles, at least In wvalue, than they do

Tha papers are all In now
and tha county, auditors will soon maks
up the ballots. The ballots, by the way,
will not be one-half as large as many
have claimead Thin was one of the ob-
joctions Lo the primary law that the
primary ballots would ba ®o large that
epuntry newspapers could not print them
on their presses, The fact In they will
not ba nearly so iarge as the ballot at the
November slection

Of the laginiative candidates forty-
elght republicun” members ol the present
house mre candldates for renomination
and twenty-three democrats ocut of a to-
tal meémbership in the house of 108, OFf
the eenale members only seven of tha
present membership seek renomination at
the primaries, There are twenty-nine of
the fifty state senntorial districts of the
state In which there will be nominations
this year

Of the preseht republicRn members of
the houss who are seeking renomination
three voted sgainst the primary law when
It was passed at the last secssion of the
legislature and of the democrallc mem-
bers meeking renomination eleven voted
agninat the primary.

Theies Were soma surprisc? sprung yestar-
day when the last of the papers were flled,
One of thess 18 In Black Hawk county,
where it waa understood that all differ-
ences had been composed betwesn the
standpatters and the progressives for a dl-
vision of the offices s0 that Feeley could
come back: without oppesition. But yes-
terday Edward L. Hilderbrand, of Watérioo
filed as a candidate. In Jasper county,
where the democrats have four candidates
for the legislature, General James H.
Weaver, ong (ime greenback nominee for
