The average condition of winter wheat on
May 1, according to ie government report,
was 89 per cent, as compared with 91.3 per

having leen sown last fall. The report was
k big surprise to bulls and bears alike as
the ueneial expectation had been that it
v on Id show an comtared with
the condition a month ago. 'I hu aban-
doned acreage waa also larger than had
been expticted. Immediately following tho
publication of the report whicn occurred
about the middle of the scmion, demand
for wheat in the local nisrket became gen-
eral and prices advanced steadily through-
out the remainder of the da.

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NEW YORK STOCKS AND BONDS

Further Rie it Attributed to Play of
General Causes.

HARRIMAN PACIHCS IN LEAD

Readlasj; Is Also Rroaaht Forward
and Entire 1. 1st la Stlmalsted

NEW YORK. May of the
further rise In prices of slocks today was
attributed dio the play of general causes,
ratTier than to anv tmmedlaie new develop-
ments or to anything specially affecting the
individual stocks which were strongest. The
Harrlnian Paciflcts and Reading wero
brought forward once more Into the fore-
ground of the movement and their activity
and strength had the usual powerful effect
011 speculative sentiment on the whole list.

The principal fact regarding 1'nton Pa-
cific- Is the well known Imminence of a
bond Issue of 25,'."0 to t''1.' O.ooo. Many
rumors clrcula'ad today of the amount of
these bonds to bo offered end the price to
be realised. On was that of the
bonds hnd already been disposed of to for.
eign buyers. Another was that ternia of
the underwriting were in dispute between
the railroad otflc-lal- and the bankers.
Meantime I'nion Pacific! forged aggressively
upwards with scarcely a pause to the round
figure of 140. Reading s movement was even
wider, tho extreme advance running to
over three points. The principal newa Item
regarding this steak was an unverified re.
port that lnomo shares of It held by Lake
Shore had been sold In the course of the
present rise. Tills supposed large Increase
In the market supply of the stock did not
check Its sharp upward tendency.

A marked feature of the market In fact
was tho light supply of stock offerings at
any stage of the advance. A readjustment
of the price level to conform to the emerg-
ing of affairs from the profound depression
and dint rust of tlie panic period Is avowedly
one of the main purposes of the persistent
marking up of stocks In the present move-iien- t.

A similar process made Itself plainly
manifest In the bond division today, where
some low-grad- e and contingent interest
bonds were revived suddenly from a dor-
mant condition Into one of considerable n.

Comparatively small amounts of
theso bonds had to be taken by advancing
bids, while the higher prices thus reached
enlallished a quotation for these securities
accepted by bankers and money lenders as
a basla on which to figure their security as
collateral In loans.

The forecast of the weekly currency
movement gave promise of another large
addition to hank cash, estimates running
fiom til. 000,000 upwards. The Pennsylvania
bond allotments and the ssle of New York
Clly revenue bonds may affect considerable
llio loan item of the banks, hut with an
expansion in loaning power of t4R.O0O,0uO or
upwards. It la not likely that such a cash
Increase should fall to add materially to
tho surplus, which waa upwards of S62,000,.
(no on last Saturday. This outlook In the
money market made explicable tho sharp
rebound In foreign exchange rates today In
spite of an casing of discount rates In !on-do- n.

While foreign subscriptions to Penn-
sylvania and New York City bonds held to
carry the exchange rate away from tho
gold export rate, other factors were at work
to restore It. The British foreign trade
statement shows a falling off In our colton
shipments to that country for April of

Foreigners alao are selling us our
own securities on the present rise In prices,
sales byarhltracrt brokers for foreign ac
count today reaching "a considerable
amount. There was a momentary bait In
tho rise on the appearance of the govern
ment crop report, which was less favorable
than expected, but the market became
strong again afterwards.
