The bullding of the roafl of 108
miles will make & saving of A8 miles be-
tween Omiaha and pointa on the TUnlon
FPacifio to the west,

This not only makes & saving in dis-
tance, but has aisa had tha affect of re-
ducing the passenger rates to and from
Omaha from a1l pofnta In the state touched
by the Unlon Pacific rond. Tt makes the
T'nton Pacifie' tho short line between
Omaha and many points in Nebraska to
which the rate waa formorly based upon
gomme other road. The Burlington was

formerly the short line ta Grand Island.
but this new cot-off makes the Unfen Pa-
eifie the short lne and makes a raduction
In rates

Tha same thing applics to statlons on
the branch lines north and south of these
Junction points along the main 1ine,
which the rate waa formerly based upon
the mileage of sither tha Burlington or the
Northwestern. The Nerthwesiern formerly
had the short line between Omaha and
Framont, but that dimtinction 18 now held
by the TUnlon Paclfic. The Intermediate
points will take practically the same re-
ductions as the Junction peoints,
