HIS ACTS IN BAD FAITH IN CASE

Electriea BRoat

WASHINGTON, May 20.-That Represen-
tative George L. Lilley of Connectiout was
not warranted in bringing charges against
certaln of his colleagues In the house and
necredited representatives of the press s
the tonclusion reached by the special com-
mittes named by Bpeaker Cannon to Ine
vestigate methode employed by the Electric
Boat company of New Jorsey In conneo-
tlon with legislation before congress.

In an exhaustive report submitted to the
houmse today, Chalrman Boutel and his col-
leaguea review the ,‘t--nnmnny brought be-
fore the committes in hearings extending
over several weeks and doclare with entire
unanimity that no member of the house
has been Induced by the boat company to
Bt for them thirough corrupt methods.

Furthermors, the committes finds that
Mr. Lilley allowed himself to be used as
An Instrument of the Lake Boal company
In questioning the Integrity and falrmess of
the membera of the Investignting commits
teea and In attacking a competitive sub-
marine boat. Mr. Lilley Is charged with
maintaining the attitude of bad falth, both
in bringing the ehargea and concealing from
the committee the real parties
behind the Investigation

The Investigation grew out of a resolution
Introduced by Mr. Lilley In the house on
February 20 last, asking that a committee
be appointed to Investigate the conduct of
the Electrit Boat company of New Jorsoy
and thelr predecessorn, the Holland coms
pany, respecting the methods of the com-
panies. In connection with prosent and
past and proposed legislation of congress.
The resolution was referred to the com-
mittes on rules and on March 8§ the com-
mittee reported back, recommaonding that
the speaker name o committes of five to
Investigats the charge. The testimony was
taken In New York and New Orleana,

Resolutions in Dad Paith,
