“1 am willlng to license Christlan men |
who are communioants of a church to makes
an addrema under the provisions of the
amendment to Canon 18" declared Bishop
Williams, ‘“eare being exercised In preach-
ing the unchanging, falth which the King
Nax committed to him three-fold ministry

Rev. Bhel-
don M. Griswoid, bishop of Balina, gospelar,
Following this, Bishop Griswold delivered
an address on the "RHelation and Harmony
Between Authoritative and Private Judg-
ment.'"
