With the greater industrial
efficiency demanded by the war it be-
came apparent that a more harmon-
ious adjustment of labor relations be-
tween whites and Negroes was imper-
ative, especially in view of the fact
that the latter race makes up over
one-tenth of our total. population and
includes about one-sixth of the work-
ing population.
