(By Associated Negro Press.)

Washington, D, C., Sept. 10.—Adop-|

tion of some plan which would per-

mit of meodification of the findings ofl

courts-martial when it was shown that
errors of trial had been made was
urged before a senate military sub-
committee by Samuel T. Ansell, who
recently resigned from the army. Il-
lustrating his contention that the pres-
ent system iz wrong, Ansell called at-
tention to the execution of Negro
soldiers at Houston and San Antonio,
Tex., before the papers in the case
had been sent to the office of the
judge advocate general. It was deemed
sufficient, he said, that the command-
ing general of the department in
which the crime was committed had
approved the findings of the coert.

Mr. Ansell indorsed the Chamber-
lain bill for revision of the military
justice system, on which the commit-
tee is holding hearings, and said that
had some better system existed during
the war, some cases of “gross injus-
tice” would have been obviated.
