BIRTH RATE SHOWS
LARGER PERCENTAGE

(By The Asgociated Negro Press)

RALEIGH, N. (., Dee. 2.—For the
first time in the history of vital sta
tistice im North Carollna the Negro
birth rate In the state for the first six
months of this year showed a larger
percentage than did the white birth
rate, From January to the end of
June, 1820, there were 13,519 Negro
children born in the state, or 33.8 per
cent per thousand population. During
the same period the white 1s more than
double the number of Negro births
but the percentage per thousand popu
lation s only 31.2 as compared with

the 38.8 per cent of the Negro births.
