Assodiatey Justice Sutherland Gives
Decision Which Eliminates Yel-
low Islander from Ranks
of White.

Washington, Dec. l.—Japanese are
not eligible for American citizenship
because they are not of the “white”
race, according to a decision an-
nounced recently by the United States

Scetion 2169 of the revised statutes
restricts naturalization to “free white
persons” and those of African des-
cent. The Supreme Court held that
hese restrictions still apply.
