ROOSEVELT AND FAIRBANKS TAKE OATH

Thonrands of Visitors Throng National Capital to Witness the Ceremony—Procession the
Greatest Seen in Washington Since the Close of the Civil War.

Theodora Rookevelt was on March
4 transformed from president by
chance into president by choice; from
president through an assasin’s bullet
into president through the ballots of
the poeople,

Under the shadow of the gray-
domed capltol, gazing into the placld
marble features of Greenough's siatue
of tho first president, the twenty-sixth
presidont of the United States swore
fatthfully to execute the laws and to
preserve, protect, and defend the con
stitution,

. There §ere represented In  the
ﬂ'mmgl that had journeyed to the cap-
ital to greet President Roosevelt men
from the North, SBouth, East and Wesl,
end from distant Islands of the seas;
from the Philipplnes, from Porto
Rleo, from Hawali—from every land
where floats the emblem of th® Re-
public. In the great parnde there rode
m\'crnor’n of states, both North and
South. The president's oid rancher
friends, with lariat and chaparejos and
wiry bronchos, made strange contrast
to the stiM-backed, pouter chested
young men from the national military
wchools, Rough Riders from San Juan
Hill, volunteers from SBantlago, Jackles
from Manlla bay shared the plandits
of the multitude with modest. every-
day soldlers, for whom the title Reg-
ular {8 distinction quite enough.
Political clubs {rom East and West,
milltiamen from North and South,
blueclad veterans of the nixties,
heroes of the Spanigh-American war,
minegs from Penosylvania, the entire
legislature of the state of Tennessee,
the president’s nelghbors from Oystoer
Bay—all contributed to the national
character of the splendld pageant.

There were walting for the presl
dent whon he emerged from the white
house thirty plecked men from the
Bdough Riders under Gov. Bradie, With
the crhck squadron A of the First
Cavalry, U. 8. Army, they formed his
escort to the capltol. As they swung
around the treasury bullding Into
Penpsylvania avenue a division of the
G. A. R, with Gen. 0. O, Howard and
staff in the lead, which had been
standing at salute, wheelwl Into the
column, while the cavalrymen checked
thelr pace to accommodate the slower
footsteps of the nged velerans. A
mighty wave of cheers swept along
the avenue as tho pyesident’s carriage
came In sight. Throughout the whole
route the president, with hat in hand,
kept bowlug In acknowledgment of the
greetings, On his arrival at the eapl-
tol he was conducted to the president’s
room, in the rear of the senate ¢ham-
ber, where he began at once the sign-
Ing of belated bllls, At noon he en-
tered the abode of the senate to wit-
nesg the instellation of SBenator Falr-
banks as vice president, This cere-
mony concluded, he proceeded to the
stand on the east front of the capitol
to receive the oath from Chlef Justico
Fuller and to deliver his Inaugural ad-
dress., Immediately upon s conelys
sfon the president was escorted back
to the white house, where, after lunch-
fng with the officlals of the inaugural
commlittee, he took his position on the
gtand in front to review the formal
inaugural parade,

Inauguration Ceremonies.

The broad plaza whose level surface
stretches east from the national capl-
tol can accommaodate an army, For
hours Washington poured its own pop-
ulation and a vast increment of vis-
ftors into the front yard of the seat of
government. Eight peres of humanity
spread fanshaped from the foeus
made by a little covered sheltor, open
#t the sides, where the president was
to stand. Over toward the Imposing
facade of the congresslonal Hurary (ot
extended, literally a "sea of faces"”
There may have been only 50,000
probably there were nearer 100,000 n
sight of the pregldent when he took
the anth

The Imposing form of Assoclate
Justice John Marsball Harlan, who I8
glmost herole In stature, wae the first
to catch the eye of the vast crowd.
Flanked by the marshal of the Bu-
preme Court and the marshal of the
Disiriet of Columbla, Justice Harlan
led his colleagues, garbed In fowling
robes of black, topped with sntin skull
cape, 1o their seals at the left of the
tribube.  After a brief panse, Count
Cassinl, the Rvssian ambassador anbd
fedn of the diplomatice corpe, mar
shaled forth the ambassacors and
ministers of forelgn countries,

Mre. Roosevelt #nd Mrs. Fairbanks
were next escorted o seats just ont-
ide the (ribune. The president’'s chil-
dren were with Mre, Roosevelt, and
Mr. Falrbauks' two sons, students at
Yaule, and his daughter, Mre, Adelalde
Timmons, were with Mre, Fairbanks,
Mre. Roosevell was gowned In & se-
verely plain tallored sult of electrie
blue; the round skirt was trimmed
in bands of lighter shade panne vel
vet, and the short, modish jacket had
n vest of the panne bralded in sllver.
Mrs. Fairbanks wore a beauliful dress
ol brown velvet, trimmed with chiffon
and white ermine, Her hat and gloves
were algo white. Vice President Falr
banks, accompanied by the secretary
of the genate and followed by the sen.
ators and ex-senators, was mnext in

tw enty-one, fired in honor of the vewly
lunugurated chief gxeentive,  The
tenston was broken. and a roar of
oleers resounded far and wide across
the plaza. For muany minugtes the
Jangle of sounds cpntinued before the
president could find & chance to be-
gin his inaugural addross,

The conclusion of the addresg was
the signal for another ovation, dur
Ing which Mr. Roosevelt thook hands
with most of the notables who pressed
about the tribune. Then he wus os.
corted baek to the rotunda of the
Cepitol and thenes 10 the oxecutive
chamber, where he haold a brief recep-
tion before leaving for ghe White
House.

Vice-President Sworn in.

Benator Charles Warren Falrbanke,
of Indlana, became vice-president of
the United States shortly after the
marblefaced clocks of the sepate
chamber registered noon,

At that hour Senator Frye, prosi
dent pro tem., hammered the marble
desk, and announced In s¢t formula
that the senate of the Fifty-eighth
congress was  adjourned  sine  die;
then he immediately called the extra-
ordinary session of the senate of the
Fifty-ninth congress to order,

Mr, Fairbanks was forithwith ush-

and the house of representatives, The
lustant the tall form of the vice presi-
dent appearcd a swelling cheer burst
from the erowd. Mr. Falrbanks bowed
repeatedly before taking his chalr.

Secretary Hav and other members
of the cabinet were ushered to thelr

~chairs, and at their heels came Ad-

miral Dewey and Lieut. Gen, Chaffee.
Billows of cheers greeted Admiral
Dewey, and the hero of Manila bay
showed that he was pleased,

The governors of stales and terrl-
torfes and the other iovited guests
followed In indiseriminate fashion, and
In a short tlme all was in readiness
for the coming of the chlef executlve.

President Roosevelt advanced from
the door of the capltol, arm In arm
with Chief Justice Fuller. Instantly,
from all parts of the eight acres of
humanity, arose a prolonged, tumultu-
ous shout. Behind the president and
his white-haired companion came
James H. McKinney, clerk of the su-
preme court, bearing a ponderous
Eible, When the demonstration ceased,
Chief Justice Puller, his snowy locks
falling to his shoulders, propounced
the oath. President Roosevelt's voice
was easlly audible at some distance
when he repeated the formal declara-
tlon preseribed in article 11 of the
Constitution: *I do solemnly swear
that 1 will falthfully exccute the effice
of president of the United States and
will to the hest of my abllty, preserve,
protect and defend the Constitution of
the United States.”

A second Iater he bowed and
pressed his lips upon the vpen pages
of Holy Writ. Agaln erect, he faced
the people, and for an lnstant perfect
gllenve  held A slgnal had been
flushed from the dome of the capi-
o] to the navy yard, whence came
the hoom of a len-inch gun, Arst of

acting as his escort, He proceeded
to the rostrum, where Senator Frye
administered the usunl oath. The new
vice-president’s first official act was
to eall upon the senate's chaplain, the
Rev, Dr. Edward Everett Hale, to
pray.

Mr. , Fairbanks then delivered his
inaugural address, and, at its con-
clusion, he [nstructed the secretary to
read the presldent’s proclamation
convening the extraordinary session
of the senate. Next the new scena-
tors were called to the secretary's
desk and took the oath,

President Roosevelt was  then
ezcorted back to the executive cham-
ber, adjoining the marble room, pre-
paratory to going to the east portleo,
himself to take the oath of office. The
other distingulshed visitors filed out
of the chamber in the order of official
precedence, and went to the seats as-
slgned them for the president's cere-
nony. ;

The Great Parade.

With standards waving, guldions
whipping In the breeze, and regl
nental colors flaunting, Infantry, cav-
alry, and artillery tramped, pranced,
ard rumbled through historiec Peun-
gylvania avenue.

Experienced observers declared
that the procession beat all its pre-
decessors, even that of McKinley's
geeond Inauguration, Not since the
review of the Federal army after the
Clvil war has the Avenue seen 80
mwany and such variety of soldiers,
There were between thirty-three and
thirty-five thousand men in lne. For
three hours the mobilization pro-
gressed along First street, Pennsyl-
vanla avenue, and confluent streets
about the Capltol

Ahead of the parade proper Presl
||_l|'nl Roosevelt and his this

Ridera and Squadron A, at a birisp
clip proceeded up the Avenue to the
White House, where the presldent, af-
ter his lunch, took position in  the
grand rey lewing stand, surrounded by
members of bis cabinet, the diplomats
and other potables. Then, to  the
blare of bugles, the bLig procesiion
sinrtedd,

The first brigade was headed by
Lieut. Gen. Wade, In command ol the

éntire military weetlon.  After  him
cieme the Fifth band artillery corps,
ftatloned  at  Fort Hamilton, New

York. Thi= was firel af forty bands
In the parade, Sustaining thelr repm
tution of belng the most perfectly
drilled body of troops in the world,
next folltwed the corps of cadets from
the United States military academy,
Naturally they divided honors with
the future admirals from Annapolis,
who marched Immediately  behind,
dieseed In natiy sults of navy bine,
the Jolly jackstar spicit fairly shin-
fug In their boyish faces. Then came
the regulars, real enlisted men. five
hundrod of the Second batalllon of
engineers ewinging along bhehind their
own band.

Then came the state (roops. To the
number of 14,000 they occupied nearly
two hours in passing a glven point. In
order to prevent disputes as ta pre-
cedence each state contingent came
in alphabetical order, so that Ala-
Lama, with a single company of her
Third regiment, led the way, Indiana,
Viee President Falrbanks' home siate,
had ouly & company to her credit,
slxth in line, while the president’s
state, New York, with the largest
quota, three full regiments and several
separate bodies, totaling nearly 4,000
men, was tenth in order.

Althongh soldiery was the chief fea-
ture, the eivillan organizations form-
ing the second seetion of the parade
showed up strong In numbers. Mareh-
ing In the open order affected by po-
Htical elubgs, they spread all over the
avenue, Thore were about 15,000 In
llne. They seemed to be passing an
interminable time, mostly wearing
top hats and twirling fragile walking
flicks,

Ohlo, which usually manages 1o
make her presonce felt, kept up her
reputation. She had In llne the fa-
mous Rallsplitters of the Toledo Lin-
coln club, the Tippecanoe club of
Cleveland, the famous singing organ-
lzations of Columbus, the Buckeye and
Republican glee elubs, the Knights of
Maceabees and the Flelgchmann Re-
publican club of Clocinnati.

The Ball.

Inaugural balls are the bhiggest =o-
cial functions that occur in Amerlea.

Mrs., Roosevelt's ball gown was
made of a special weave of a new
shade of light blune silk with figures of
doves In gold tinsel. The shade has
been named “Alice blue” in honor of
the president's daughter, wio select.
ed the material al the St. Louls falr,
The doves, which are represented as
fising diagonally across the blue of
the dress, are of varying sizes, from
two inches bLetween the tips ef the
wings down to the size of a bee.

Mrs, Falrbanks wore a gown of
white satin  duchesse, embroldered
with roses of gold In the natural slze
of the flower, The lace trimming was
of Brussels point d'appligue, with a
design of bow-knots and marguerites
interwoven. !

The decorations of the ball-room
outdid anyvthing that ever hefore has
been attempted. Walls, columns, win-
dows and every nook and corner were
covered with greens and cut fowers,
palms and ferns, flags, btanners and
bunting. fo that the thousands of
guests might look with Interest uwpon
something else of beauty than dazzling
gowns nnd glittering jewels,

The doors of the Penslon building
were thrown open at 8 o'clock, but
the president and his party did not
arrive until 9 o'clock. They went lm-
mediately to rooms specinlly prepared,
carpeted and decorated for thelr recep-
tion, and a half bour later the grand
march commenved, President and
Mrs. Roorevelt leading. All festivities
closed sharply at midnight, because It
wus belleved best o trespass no Sab-
bath prineiples. Thus the usual prac-

tiee of e presiaents jeaving at
midnight and turning the hall over
te the populace to dance until day-

bhreak had ta e abandoned.
