The
liquor obtained with only one distilla-
tion was of a light milky color and was
1 said by Mathews to be more like rum
than any other spirits. It had the gen-
eral smell and appearance of raw spir-
its and had no vegetable taste. Both
Mr. Mathews and Mr. Peterson are
of the opinion that by ronpning it
through a larger still and by redistil-
lation the highest grade of aleohol can
be obtained. The beets used in today’s
test were of 8 per cent sugar content.
The purity coeflicient was not deter-
mined.  Mr. Peterson says that beets
of as low o grade as | per cent sugar
can be used, but of course the larger
the sugur conteni the better the re-
sults obtained.

The cost of the spirit, he elaims, is
much less thun that made from other
substances and he does not think that
for the manufacture of the raw spirits
un extensive plant is necessary., Those
pusted on the manufacture of spirits
are of the opinion thut a high grade of
aleohol ean be made from the juice and
that a large additional demand for
beets will thus be made.

The juice used today was extrracted
from the beets by pressure and the
silts and albumoids removed yester-
day. It only fermented about twelve
hours. "Tomorrow Peterson will exper-
iment with some syrup he has obtained
from the Utah bLeet sngar factory and
from which sugar cannot be made,

‘I'he experiments have been condueted
with a view to obtaining aleohol, and
all present are of the opinion that they
were u suceess.  Mro Peterson is still
experimenting in the manufucture of
erude sugar and plans are being ma-
tured for the erection of a factory. He
showed some syrup which he had made
from beeis, Itis better than thut which
he had at the state sugar convention—
clear in color and with very little veg-
etuble tuste, It closely resembles the
best grades of sorghum. I’arties who
have tried it for cooking purposes are
much pleased with it

appiv at the chureh on these occasions
to select brudes will be required to
repister three months prior to the
date of choosing, that the society may
investizate their characters for the
purpose of ascertaining if they are in-
tustrious and temperate. Only men
who have these qualities will ‘be nl-
lowed to choose 0 wife,  Those who
register will be informed fifteen days
in advance of their standing. Men
will be required to pay u registration
fea of 81, but girls will be allowed to
register free. The intended brides
will probably be required to wear
white instead of biaclk, as in Naples,

The principal objeet of the society
is to afford girls who desire to marry
an_opportunity to secure temperate
and industrious husbands.

UNCLE SAM'S MILITIA.

An Army of 9520000 (ould
Field in u Few Hours,

Wasmixaron, March 16 — According
to a report on the organized miiitia of
the United Siates, which has jast
been preparea by the War department,
the United States. in need, cun put
9,467,604 men in the fieid. At the close
of i805,every State and territory, with
the exception ot Indian territory and
Alaska, had an organized nationgal
guard, Total force of the militia num-
bers 115,668,0f which 102,604 composed
the infantry, 5,215 the cavalry, 5,207
the artillery, 6449 the special corps, and
there were 1,442 generals and staff
ofticers. The totul appropriation al-
lowed the militia amounted to $100,000,
while the states daring the same
period spent $2,834,970 on these organ-
izations. It 15 estimated that the
mobilization of the militia could be
effected in the different states and
tevrritories in from three hours in the
District of Columbia to seventy-two
hours in Oregon, other state organiza-
tions assembling between these two
points.

DEs Moixes, Towa, March 12.—The
district conventions for each Congres-
sional district were held at 9 a m.
and delegates and alternates were se-
lected for the National Republican
convention at St. Louis. The Fifth
and Tenth districts were the only
ones having contests,

The State convention was called to
order at 11 and the call read, then
came the singing of the *‘Allison
Mareh,” for the first time.

A training like that, sel-
dom approached in American public
life, would of itself bring hove and
deliverance to the uneasy treasury of
the United States.

“The need of these times is not so
much for a leader to rally the people
to the Republican banner, as for a
master of the art of admimstration,
conservative and strong, able to hold
the victory afteritis won. Nothing
can keep the American people from
voting against the Demoeratic party
this year. No man has been proposed
for the mnomination whose election
wounld not bring honor to the chief
office of the people, but among all the
illustrious men who are presented for
the favor, of the party, in this year of
hope and vietory, not one outranks in
ripened preparation for its duties the
unassuming leader of Republicanism
in lowa.

The story of the “Overland Route”
hag been told in prose and poem by
those who have a right to claim the best
knowledge of it; those who toiled over
the plains driving oxen in spans, which
pulled great caravars of freight; those
who hopetully bore the heat and burden
of the day, buoyed up and encouaraged
by the hope of an 1 Dorado in the
mountaing of the west—great, noble
hearted men who sought in the glorious
west the reward which seemed never to
come near their doors in the populous
2ast. They were brave,andkind-hearted,
bold and gentle, and the writer loves to
dwell on their adventures and depict
their hair-breadtih escapes, and tell of
their hopes and their disappointments,
In one sense theirs is the story of the
lives of many who read, and a chord of
sympathy is touched by the skillful tell-
ing of the story. Evervone who huis
read these tales of the west has fell an
instinctive desire to see the spots, hal-
lowed at least in memory by some story,
which hag served to pass an hour away;
and each one has longed for an oppor-
tunity. Those of the present day have
the best of the earlier members of this
mutual admiration society, for they can
now make the trip in comfort, free from
peril, and surrounded by all the luxuries
incident to modern travel. Instead of
toiing over the calcined track of those
who preceded them, the traveler of the
day simply selects *“The Overland
Route,” the Union Pacific gystem, and,
as much at home as though in the quiet
of some New England village, glides
swiftly over a eplendid roadbed, and al-
lows his eyes to feast on the magnificent
scenery afforded,

The route through Kansas is a varied
scene of thrift and growing greatness,
agriculturally, and when night has low-
ered her shades and the hours of rest
are passed, the grander beauties of the
Rocky Mountains are in view, and one
instinctively prepares himself teo drinlk
in the wonders which nature has sirewn
in profligate plenty within touch, al-
most, of the passing train. From Den-
ver to Chevenne there is spread a panc-
rama of hills and fields, dashing rivers
“and the complaining brooks that made
the meadows greew”’ - and mountains
whose snow-capped tops seem to reach
to the very skies and mingle their glis-
tening peaks amid the shadowy clouds,
The highest point on this “Overlamd
Route"” across the continent is 8,247
feet, at Sherman; hence those who fear
the results of great altitudes are re-
lieved of that apprehension, as very lit-
tle difficulty is experienced. One of the
wonders of the American continent, wr-
tificial but interesting, is the Amecs
monprhent, erected in remembrance of
the work done by Mr. Ames in connec-
tion with the building of this great east
and west artery of commerce and which
reminds one of the Pyramids of Ezvpt,
and makes one wonder whether they,
too, commemorated ability and power
as well as served to keep the sacred re-
mains of their projectors. The Dale
creek bridge is another maguificent
specimen of himan skill, and one com-
pares the handiwork of man with that
of nature, which all around vies with it.
Idaho is entered at Border Station, zn
appropriate name, and one then thinks
of the great mineral productions of the
country through which he is passing
and stares anew at the creation of natu-
ral force, the Shoshone Falls, the great
geysers which abound in the parks, the
mountains ever seeming higher and
fuller of poetry and romance, and chal-
lenging comparison with anything thut
hcs yet been seen. It seems to the tray-
eler that what comes after must be u
repetition, or =ome reproduction uf
something that has been seen on this
delightful journey, and he guesses that
the stories of the parks of the great
northwest must be tales of fancy, for if
these cannot cause the mind to revel,
indeed, must the best part of man. his
imagination, be dulled and he an object
for pity. Wken, therefore, the grand-
est scenery of North America, the won-
derful Yellowstone Park ig reached,
what a pieasure to feel that the power of
appreciation has been whetted rathe:
than dulled, and that the grandeur ang
beauty of the surroundings awaken new
and embelliched ideas, and give the
heart and mind a greater degree of ap-
preciation., So the who'le route is an
education, and an enjoyment at the
same time, while the glow of new health
heightens the color and drives away the
weariness which, perchance, was the di-
rect cause for the journey, While 1he
route just described has been througih
Colorado, Wyoming, Idaho and the
Northwest, 1 have not been unmindfy]
of still another pleasant journey, whic}
every traveler through the west should
take, viz.: To and through Utah, the
youngesL state in the uniom. Whijle
still in her maidenhood, she ig by no
means the least in importance of our
states. For scenery Eclho, Weber, anc
Ogden Canons cannot be excelled. The
valleys of Utah are rich in their pro-
duction of [ruit, vegetables and cereqls.
while the mountains are daily disclos-
ing a mineral wealth which *will - ye:
cause the world to marvel,

The climate of Washington and Ore-
gon is delightful. The western slope
scems to be a chosen spot for pleasure.
health and comfort. One forgets the
many hundreds of miles covered by the
ever-turning wheels and simply enjoys
a treat to be found nowhere else in the
universe. It is a trip which everyone
should take, varying the climate, the
altitude and general environments of
business and care, and it can be taker
so comfortably and at such reasonabie
expense in the splendid ears of the 'n-
ion Pacific Sysiem that it should ba de-
cided upon ot once as the cne next io b
undertaken, F. P, BAKFR.
