T was my fortune
some yesrs ago to

through western
New Mexico and

A wilder country than that was at
that time it would be difficult to im-
agipe. Far apart there were a few
wretched United States posts called by
courtesy “forts,” but the Navajoes
and the Apaches—the latter under the
famed Chief Cochise—made it unpleas-
ant traveling through the lofty moun-
tains and across the sterile mesas that
distinguish that land.
