A Summer Hog Pen.

Where swine are to be kept in a some-
what small enclosure and fed in the house
It 18 not always easy to keep the floor
of the house clean, The plan here sug-
gested will accomplish this and give the
hogs something to keep them busy be-
fldes. The hog house is bullt with a
slanting floor and in the end at the high
part is cut a trough the entire width of
the house, Into which 18 thrown leaf
mould or broken sod., This the swine
will roct down and it will act as an ab-
sorbent of the manure, particularly the

quld portlons. 1f the floor 1s made quite
slanting most of this sod, ete., will be
rooted down to the lower end by the hogs.

“Little Peach” Disease.

2xperienced peach growers who have
watched the disease known as “little
peach” for a long t!me agree with the
sclentists that the only way to stamp out
the trouble Is to pull out the tree. It has
been thoroughly demonstrated that the
disease s contaglus and that a single
tree affected will soon spread the disease
to an entire orchard and to adjacent
orchards. The one difficulty In the way
of permanently stamping out the disease
is the reluctance with which growera pull
up the tree. As a rule they walt until the
tree ceases to bear fruit of any value
before pulllng out the tree, when If they
would do the work as soon as the disease
was noticed there would be little danger
to the trees. Peach growers in every sec-
tion should combine to eradicate this dis-
ease by agreelng with each other to de-
stroy the trees as soon as the trouble was
noticed.

Early Plowing for Wheat.

While all wheat growers recognize the
necessity for late sowing of wheat to
avold as far as possible, the ravages of
the Hesslan iy, all do not mee the neces-
ity for early preparation of the sofl. It
fs generally belleved that much of the loss
m winter freezing might be avolded
the early plowing of the ground for
winter wheat. Early preparation of the
geed bed I3 easler than late plowing, It
gives one & chance to get rid of the weeds
more effectively, the seed bed may have
one or more extra harrowings and, alto-
gether, put in much better condition than
when the plowing is done late. Then, too,
should the ground be not in the best con-
dition at seeding time the thorough prep-
aration previous will count for a great
deal, enabling one to catch the ground
for the final harrowing and rolling when-
ever it chances to be right for such work-
ing. ""he question of varieties should also
recelve more consideration than it does
and an excellent way s to look up the
best wheat flelds In your county on sim-
flar soil and ascertain what varieties are
grown, In additlon to this every wheat
grower, large or small, should have a test
ground for new sorts, It will pay for Its
cost In gilving one mccurate knowledge

of sorts on thelr own grounds.

Sand Vetch as a Cover Crop.

Those who belleve In the w'nter cover
crop and the summer -cultlivation for
young orchards and who have not found
rye and similar crops satisfactory should
try sand or halry vetch. The writer has
used it for two winters with entire satis-
faction and {ts hardiness males it especial-
1y valuable in cold sections. Our method
was to sow the sgeed at the rate of one
and one-half bushels an acre, after plow-
ing under a good coat of manure. The
orchard had had the summer cultlvation
up to the last week In July when the
seeding was done. In warm sectlons,
south of the 43d dégree sowing could be
delayed until the middle of August. At
the close of the growing season In the fall
the vetcn had formed a thick carpet of
green about three inches tall, a perfect
protection to the young roots of the tree.
The first season we let it ripen during the
summer, but thought thls drew too heav-
{ly on the soll, s0o now we plow under the
crop of vetch in May and start In at once
on the sumrher cultivation, sowing the
vetch crop agaln In summer at the t'me
indicated. In this way the crop is grown
for the benefit of the trees, which is as it
should be. The sand vetch I8 worth exper-
imenting with and, particularly for the
young orchard going Into its first winter,

Poultry Raising for Women.

Again, What About Manure?

A reader of thls department asks about
compositing his manure this summer with
weeds and much of a questionable char-
acter, The answer i{s don't, and this re-
ply we consider a good one on the com-
positing subject in general where it Is In-
tended to use a conslderable amount of
manure, The more one goes into the
question of sdving manuré the more one
Is convinced that the best place to save
it Is'on the fleld. We have tried all sorts
of cellars, sheds and cement bottom places
and while the shed with a bottom of
cement Is preferable to any other place,
we still insist that the place for the ma-
nure is on the land and that It should be
“laced there as soon after It ls made as
vossible. Not placed in plles, but sprend
ut evenly go that the soil will absorb 1t
roperly. If there I8 no other place to
it it why not give the grass lands the
wyefit of 1t? It will not be wasted there,
ne may be assured, and the next grass
‘rop will prove the wisdom of carrying
wut the suggestion. Don't have manure
piles; get It opto the soll where it will
make money for you,

Cottonseed Meal for Cows.

Dairymen find It difficult to carry the
cows along properly during the droughty
days of summer on pasture alone, and all
proper graing have been tried with vary-
lug results, One of the best summer
grains Is cottonseed meal, for while feed-
Ing it will not materlally increase the
milk fiow, 1t will keep It nearly to the
standard, and will keep up Itz quality,
which {8 quite as {mportant. The feeding
of it always makes better butter at all
times, and particularly during the sum-
mer, While the quantity of feed varles ac-
cording to circumstances, from two to four
pounds per cow dally Is about a falr ra-
tion, and will give results which will war-
rant the expense 4t any season,

8hade for Swine on the Range.

Shade for swine Is quite as necessary
as for other animals, and when one has a
tree or two in the pasture the question of
fhade 1s readlly settled. If there are no
trees plant three or four, and while they
are growlng use portable houses for shade,
making them with a sill set on runners
and with a ring set in the front s=lll, so
that & horse may be attached and the
houses moved when necessary. These
houges may be made of any cheap mate-
rlal and the roof arranged go that a
portion of It may consist of three limbs
lald over boards set far apart. The cost
need not be great and the results will pay
for the time and labor spent,

Treating Heaves Properly.

Directione for treating heaves have been
glven In this department before, but a
number of recent inguirles calls for the
information at this time. In all cuses of
heaves it is desirable to change the ration
for a time, and all water given the horse
eghould be given before he eats. All food
ghould be wet with llme water, and If con-
siderable hay is used this should be well
molstened before being fed. Use care In
keeping the stall and manger free from
anything which will ereate dust and have
the stable well ventilated at all times.
As a medicine give the horse one-hulf
ounce doses of Fowler's solution of ar-
senic night and morning. An ordinary
cuse of heaves will submit to this treat-
ment, but in bad cascs add to the treat-
ment advised ounce doses of glycerine,
given three times dally in the mouth, us-
ing a syringe. 1f the combined treatment
does not complete the cure the case s
hopeless,

Summer Strawberry Planting.

Most frult growers are famillar with
the pot-grown strawberry plants offered
by nurserymen for.ne:tlns In the summer,
As a rule such plants are too expensive
to set In any considerable number, but thils
ls an ideal way to obtaln plants of new
sorts for testing; though much more
costly than the layer plants one will get
from them a crop, next summer, of suf-
ficlent slze to determine the desirabllity
of the varlety. Then, too, It is possible
to increase one's own plantation by taking
from the old beds the new plants and set-
ting them out in the new beds any time
this month., To do this with the Sest re-
sults, cut the runner which conneets the
new plant with the parent, then a wack
later, just after a rain, dig up the yvoung
jplum with a liberal amount of soll at-
]mchcd to the roots and set it with the
| gsofl on the roots in the new bed, With
|cm‘e not a plant will be lost in the trans-
planting, and these plants will glve one a

| erop of berries next summer equal to those
| from vear-old-set plants. The precaution
!lo be taken Is to have the lump of soil
adhere (o the roots so that the growth
of the yvoung plant will not be materially
disturbed by the transplanting. Where
but a few hundred plants are to be reset
one can easily supply the water to the
s0il necessary to make the soil stick to the
roots,

Handling Bags of Grain Easily.

In graln growlng sectlons more or less
graln in bags has to be handled by man
power, and this becomes considerable of
a burden after a time. A device for as-
sisting In this work may be easlly con-
structed by any handy man. Set a heavy
post in the ground so that It will stand
about two and one-half feet above thea
surface. Then take a heavy board, the
wider the better, and about ten feet long.
Cut two pleces of board wedge shape and
fasten to the lowe: edge of the board,
