The fighters work afoot,
while the others, usually teamed
with a fighter, work in and out
of a steel drum padded on the out-
side with old rubber tires.

It would seem at first that the
real rescue work is done by the
fighter, with the barrel man there
simply for the comedy of being
bounced around. But the barre]
{ man iIs an important part of the
team

No man can flat outrun a Brah-
ma bent on killing. The fighter's
technique is to bait the beast
with short, curving passes, mak-
the turns lighter than the bull can

| manage at full speed. Often the
pace of the dance can get pretty
giddy as the bull, getting madder,
gets wiser at the same time.

Then the bull fighter will duck
behind the barrel, pushing the at-
tention of the pursuing bull off on
another target.

That's the whole idea of the
clown, to offer the bull a target so
inviting he won't be taking after
the bull riders. But the bull will

| get him to hit the barrel, a nice

confidence.
