At the village of Northville, which s on
the borders of the dommin, Mr. Corbin hne
begun the construction of two hiouses, one of
which will be occupisd by himsolf and the
other by his daughter, Mrs, Fadgell.  The
foundation of the former munsion s on & rise
of ground gradunlly extending upward from
the river, misd the house can be seen (or wilos
around when complotesd, The site chosen iy
that of the old Corbin bomestead, s portion of
which is still standing and will bo presoary ed
as an annex,  Mrs, Edgell's house will be lo-
cntedd half & mwile from ber father's  Both
will be ready for ocoupancy the coming sum-
mar,

Mr. Corbiin’s plan of game preservation in-
volves, of course, the expenditure of a large
sum of money, and besides the permancns
outlny for land, animals and bouses, thers
will be a constant cutlay for keepers, care |
takers and Inborers to prevent poaching and
look after the varied interests of the exten-
sive domain.
