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TAR IN THE ARTS.

In the preparation of tar, pine
wood, which is unfit for use as tim-
ber, is nsually employed. It is cut
into billets of a suitable size, which
are arranged into large conical
stacks, or, as is sometimes the case
in Europe, are closely packed in
clay furnaces of a suitable shape.
The stacks or piles are covered
with a layer of earth and ignited
above, and the draft is regulated so
as to suasiain slow combustion
without flame. The tarry products,
as they are formed, gradually de-
scend and collect in a cavily at the
base of the pile. The tar as ob-
tained by slow combustion as de-
scribed above, is largely employed
in the arts for various purposes,
and when divided into its constitu-
ent parts is in one form or another
daily prescribed by the best physi-
cians.
