The
delegation wat headed by Oovernor
Ston, and went to the White house to
prefer a request that Odonel Hawkins
be promoted to a brigadier general-
ship.

Two Siitipii-ioii- Caes at Havana, Itut
Neither Dungec-outi- .

HAVANA, July 8. Two cases of
;c!Hw fever have been reported. One

of the patients is an old Spanish wom
an who has been in Cuba for two years.
and with her the disease is in a mild
form. The other case is that of an
American, whose symptoms are still
loubtftil, although it Is believed by

Suiyeon Major Davis and other officers
o b yellow fever. Both cases were

di.s ovured In a bad part of the city,
which is but little frequented by Amer-
icans. Surgeon Major Davis does not
believe there is much danger that the
disease will spread. He says that at
this time of the year there is always

few cases of the fever. Every effort
will be made to prevent its increase.
General Iudlow is satisfied that it is
Impossible ns yet to keep yellow fever
out of Havana, and especially such
districts as'tbat at the southern end of
Officious street.

The health of the troops is remark-
ably good, and makes a better showing
than at ordinary posts in the United
States.

WASHINGTON, July 8. Senor Que-sad- n.

official representative of the is-

land of Cuba In thi3 city, today pre-
sented Dr. Francisco Roldan and Mr.
Thorvald C. Culmell to the president.
The two latter gentlemen are the rep-
resentatives of the Cuban committee
en reconstruction and they called to
urge the diversion of a portion of the
Cuban charity fund to the purchase
of farming implements and live stock
for indigent farmers. Instead of devot-
ing the entire fund to the purchase
of rations for the poor. The Cuban
revenues, they said, were now coming
in at a rate to warrant the assumption
that about $1,400,000 could be devoted
annually to this purpose with profit.

The president expressed interest in
the project and promised to refer the
matter to General Brooke, with favor-
able recommendation.

Oppose the Commission I'liui.
BERLIN. July 8. The National

Zeitung, commenting npon the report-
ed tendency of the Samoan commis-
sion to appoint an administrator for
Samoa who would not be subject to
any of the three powers, opposes the
plan, pointing out that a similar ex-
periment in the case of the chief jus-
tice was a failure.

Baptist church in Muncle, Ind., has
established a new record, having im-
mersed 87 newly converted members
of his flock in 27 minutes, or at a rate
greater than three a minute, and that
without any assistance.

An Ocean of Tea.
It has been calculated that some-

thing like 1,250,000 pints of tea are im-Dib- ed

yearly by Londoners, and that
the teapot necessary to contain this
amount, if properly shaped, would
comfortably take in the whole of St.
Paul's cathedral.

Kansas Corn Crop.
TOPEKA, July 8. Reports from the

corn belt of Kansas give promise that
Kansas will have the largest yield this
year in its history. Tha acreage is
much larger than usual. Thousands
of farmers plowed up their wheat after
it was frozen out and put the ground
in corn. The season has been some-
what backward, but the corn crop is in
fine condition. Jewell and Smith
counties, combined, are figuring on
raising 20,000,000 bushels.
