HOW TO LOOK YOUNG.

The Face May Bo Much Improved by Frop-
er Exercise,

The facial muscles especially, which
are apt to be slmost if not entirely neg-
lected, may be so doveloped that a face
that had already dropped into the nn-
becoruing lines of age will assame again
the ronnded curves of comparative
youth. The following exercises ure rec-
ommended for filling out and develop-
ing the muscles of the face: First, smile
a8 broadly as you can; then place three
fingers on the bunched up portion of the
cheek and allow the features snddenly
to relax, raising the fingers at the same
time, Continne to do this until tired.
The fingers should be placed high on
the cheok bone, so that the muscles
when smiling will posh against them,
thus giving the desired resistance, which
in necessary to the enlargement of the
tiesno,

How to Keep Cut Flowors,
The best way to keep ent flowers is

not in tall glasses of water, bot in low,
shallow, broad dishes, If a vessel about
| the miza and shape of & sonp plate is
filled with clean, frosh groen moss from
the woole, made up in aslightly monnd-
ed form in the center, flowers and or-
namental sprayeof lenves can bo ingert-
ed inoa free, nataral manner, instead of

having that excessivoly formal appenr-

anco they ueually have when closely

packed in small cups or vuses or when
mnde into booquets,  They also keep
fresh for a longer period, owing to the
much larger surface exposed fmmedi-
ately under them, the moist moss fur-
nishing a soureo of vapor which tends
to prescrvo the blossoms, The moss
should be woll sprinkled with water at
eiach renewal of the flowers,

How "Barley Bugar” Reecoived Its Name,

Barley sugar appears to have been go
called because formerly, in making it,
the practice was to boil up the sugar
with a decoction of barley. Common
water is now more generally nsed, Saf-
fron i8 sometimes added to give it a
brighter amber color. Some say the
word i derived from the French term
hule (bmrnt) barley sogar, simply mean-
ing burnt sugar, This does not appear
to be the correct explunation.

How Pure Bope Linen Can Be Teated.

In selecting rope linen for embroid-
éry take a bitof the thread between the
thumb and fingers of both hands and
b it gently; then draw the fingers over
it lengthwise, If it splits or breaks or
frays with any degree of roughness, dis-
card it ns entirely worthless, Most of
the cheap threads are mothing more or
Jows than jule and wre designed only to
#oll, More than ouo perscn has tried
to work linen and found it so lompy
and rough and disagrecablo looking that
it wus given up in despair, sometimes
without fnishing the piece. First class
linen may be tested in the way describ-
el and will remain almost entirely
smooth, The finer grades may bo scrap-
od ropeatedly with the thambnail with-
out producing any roughness,
