WILL BE NO GENERAL STRIKE.

Amerioan Federation of Labor Bo De-

olde at the Chleago Conlerence.
Cuioaco, July 16.—The conference
of the American Federation of Labor
adjourned at 7:30 last evening, after
having decided against a general
strike. The petition of President
Debs of the American Railway Union,
was Indorsed, however, and §1,000
voted for a defense fund for the com-
ing trial of Debs,

The following address to the publia
was issued:

“In the light of all the evidence ob-
tainable, and in view of the peculiar
complications now enveloping the sit-
untion, we are forced to the coneclus-
jon that the best interests of the
unions afiliated with the American
Federation of Labor demand that
they refrain from participating inany
general or loeal strike which may be
proposed in connection with the pres-
ent railroad troubles. In makin
this declaration we do not wis
it understood that we are in any way
antagonistic to labor orgunizations
now struggling for right or justice,
but rather to the fact that the pres-
ent contest has become surrounded
and beset with complications so grave
{n their nature that we cannot con-
sistently advice n conrse which wouald
but add to the general confusion
