Cel. Isanc Trumbo Wanta to Repressus
Utah in Upper House,

One of the most Important of the com-
Ing new states Is Utah. Though the bill
of admlission has passed both the house
and senate the constitution will not be
adopted and the territory formally ad-
mitted as & state until next November,
Steps will then be taken to send to the
United States senate men who will be
truly representative of the new state,

One man who, it I» confidently as-
serted, will be thus honored is Col
Isaac Trumbo of Balt Lake City,

Perhaps the greatest claim that Col.
Trumbo has upon the people of Utah Is
his efforts to have It ad.nitted as a
state. When the proposition to admit
Utah was first broached the opposition
developed was tremendous, The Mor-
mon questlon was invoked ns a great
bugaboo. It was clted as an unheard-
of thing that any state should permit
polygamy within its borders, A few
earnest, devoted men got together to
work for statehood, Col. Trumbo was
& leader In the movement. He gpared
neither time, money, nor labor in his ef-
forts, When polygamy was- formally
eschewed by the Mormons the chief ar-
gument to keeping the territory out of
the union was killed. Presjdent Harvi-
son's proclamation of amnesty and the
later one of President Cleveland took
the last prop away from the opposition,
and the efforts of Col. Trumbo and his
heipers, which never ceased during the
whole of the long and bitter fight, were

finally crowned with success, The bug-
aboo was lald and Utah will be admit-
ted as a state of the unlon, the house
passing the bill Dee, 13, 1803, and the
genate July 10, 1884, As Col. Trumbo
himself sald: "The struggle for state-
hood was a bitter one, but the admis-
slon of Utah being assured, has killed
all prejudice against 1t, and Utah will
Justify the faith put in it.”

Col. Trumbe has always been a firm
believer in the future of Utah., His
business is chiefly that of mining. He
owns a big silver mine and employs &
large number of men,
popular with both Gentiles and Mor-
mong, not less on account of the liber-
ality of his oplnion than for his devo-
tlon to the interests of the territory.

In appearance Col. Trumbo Is almost
40 years of age., He {8 a good talker
and debater, but his great theme is the
section from which he hails, As he
says, he has lived In Utah all his life
and no man knows it better than he
does, He can tell you how much rain
falls In any given section, the full ex-
tent of the mining and milling Indus-
tries, or any other detalls. In faet, he
fa a ecyclopedia of Information and im-
parts it willingly.

WROTE NELLIE GRAY,

BEN R. HANBY'S GRAVE AT
WESTERVILLE, OHIO.

His Song Was Once the Most Popular of
Its Time—Made Money for the Pub.
llshers but They Never Bewarded the
Author. §

decaying as the
years go by, there
s a grave in the
United Brethren
cemetery at West-
erville, a northern
suburb of Colum-
bus, 0., which cov-
era the mortal remalns of Ben R. Han-
by, author of “Nellle Gray,” one of the
most elogquently pathetic songs of the
mother tongue. Peaceful In storm and
sun, the man forgotten, while his touch-
ing verse still lives, Ben Hanby sleeps,
save by his famlly and a few personal
friends, unwept and unhonored.
The story of his tender, passionate
little song often has been told, although
seldom, perhaps, truthfully, Like many
briliiant and famous compositions. of
words and music, It was the creation of
an hour, and ita sudden and astonish.
ing success was altogether unexpected
by the author. The Inspiration came to
young Hanhy while he was a pissenger
on a railrond train between Cin
and Hamllton. He was listlessly read-
ing a newspaper when he found an ac-
count of the manner in which i beautl=
ful quadroon girl had been torn from
the arms of her lover and taken to &
southern glave market to be sold on
the auotion block, The quadroon’s
name was glven as Nellle Gray. The
story filled Hanby with pity and indig-
nation, for he was naturally gentle and
kind and abhorred the inlquities of
slave-holding, So Impressed was he
that, with pencll and paper, used as
best he could upon the jolting and
swaying car seat, he jotted down the
words of a song In which the Incidents
of the story were utllized. This was
done simply for the reilef of his own
mind and his overburdened heart, and.
at that time there was not the remotest.
deslgn of ever bringing the verse to tha
lght of day. -
By the time Hanby had reached his
destination he had practically completed
the few verses of the song. It was
thrown carelessly with his baggage and

Westerville it was tossed among some.

gotten for six months or more. Ons
day he came ncross the manuscript and
gent It to a well-known firm of musio
publishers In Chlcago, with a note; say-
ing that If they saw anylhing In
the song they might publish It
The song sprang at once into pop-
ularity, and Hanby, llke Byron,
awpke one morning to find him-
gelf famous. But this awakening did
not come for many months after the
pathetic melody of his song bad poured
from thousands of tuneful throats
throughout the land. Hils publishers
never even acknowledged the receipt of
the manuscript, They made a fortune
from Its sale, but of sll the thousands

pceount Hanby never recelved a cent.

six printed coples of the song, without
the formality of thanks for the manus
seript.

While his song was galning its popu-
Inrity and daily growing dealer [0 hili=
dreds of thousands of tender hearts,
Hanby was Uving undisturbed his calm
and peaceful rural life, He was yet to
learn hls fame. Several months after
the music of his song had become fa~
miliar as household words Hanby vis-
fted a young lady in Columbus and re-
quested her to sing to him. Comply-:
ing, she sald she would sing & swest
little song, which, by some strange co-
incidence, had been written by a man
of hiz name, BShe began, and, greatly
to his surprise, Hanby recognized the
words and musle of his “Nellle Gray.”
It wag the first intimation he had thaf
the song had been published,

Hanby came of a musical as well as

highly descended and cultured family.
His father was a bishop in the United
Brethren church and was the compilex
of a hymn-book, which Is still in use
Young Hanby composed a _number o
gongs, geveral of which were published,
none, haowever, receiving the remark-
able reception which was given td
“Nellle Gray." A few years after the
war Hanby dled as he had lved, In
obscurlty and poverty, and the fact thary
he was the author of the famous song
was known to few save his family and
intimate friends.
