Acecepted the Rullngs wivh Graee.

“In this manner the classification has been
modified from time te time to protest Iswa
Eeonln. but in no instance it worked
ardship to the railronds. Once made, the
rulings of the commissisn have been as-
cepled by the corporations with & show of
al least, and the law is working
smoothly. I do mnot think our schedule has
materially affected the interstate rates. We
have acted on the principle that a long haul
rate should be somewhas less shan the sum
of vwo rates ocovering the same distanmce.
For {llustration, if a
carload of goods
then ship a small amount to Aslansic,
the sum of the two sharges should be
mm than the rate for she through haul
the mnitial point to Aslantic with-
out breaking bulk at Des Meines. Thatisa
well established principle im computing
rates. In discussing this point ene of she
trafic managers thought he found a weak
spot. ‘Suppose,’ said he, ‘ciroumstances
foree the roads to drop their through rates;
what good will your scheme do the people of
Iowa?’ The commission told him it proposed
to maintain thas difereatial by reducing the
rate. ‘But you wem't dare do that,’
exclaimed the astonishad ofoial ; ‘is will not
be remunerative.” We told him he might
find out whether wo dared by inavgurating
a rate war.
“lowa's maximum schedule, besides
veuling the gress discriminations which
formerly existed, has increased the business
of Iowa jobbers and manufascturers and has
made it possible to establish many new in-
dustries. The reductions in rates have nos
been unreasonabls, snd the railroads have
gained an snormous tonnage.”

Bustained by the Ceurts,

The lowa railreads questioned the juris-
diction of the I tare and the commis-
sl0n over rates, the esurts afrmad the
right of contrel by the people through their
representatives. Thoe rulings of the ceurts
made the maximum scheduls prima facie
reasonable, and it devolved upon the cor-
porations to prove the contrary fact if they
could. The fact that the Iowa railroads
have net questioned the reasonableness of
the commissioner’s rates in the courts ls
pres' ptive evidence that they cannos shew
to the contrary.

How They Are Classified.

In Iowa the roads are classified accordin
to their earnings, and it has been censide
an equitable principle to permit the weaker
lines to charge highar rases than the st.l;:s
lines, All roads whose gross earnings ex
#$4.000 per mile are put in olass A. All reads
whese earnings are over $3,000 and less than
$4.000 per mile are in class B, which are per-
mitted to charge 15 per cent mers tham the
schedule rates, All other roads are in elass
C and are permitted to charge 30 cent
more than the schedule rates. If Nebraska
railroads were classified ln a similar manner
they would be Froupoi as foHows, aecording
to the report of the Board of Transportation
for 1801:

Nebraska Figures Are Uareliable.

It would be interesting te make a com .
pon between the rail s and the tra of
Nebraska and those of Iowa, but the statis-
tics of the Board ef Transpertation of this
slate are so iuacomplete and indefimite that
onlv & most meager and unsatisfactory com-
parison Is possible, The Nebraska seard's
figures on earnings and expenses are litble
better than guesses. The secrstaries took
the gross earnines of the several systems.
whether wholly within the state or not, and
divided such sums by the whols number of
miles in the corresponding systems, which
Emduced_ the average earnings per mile.

y multiplying these averages by the mile-
age in this state they secured a result which
passes as the “‘pro rata Nebraska” earnings
and expenses, It is obvious that such figures
gam no reliable statement of the r.ilroad

usiness of this state. The report of 1501 has
an elaborate table on the number of ourves
and grades, but not even an estimsate of tho
local traflic between poinis within the state.
‘This report gives up one-ffth of ul! its space
to a defenss of the exorbitan: local rates
charged by the railroads, but it cannot spars
three or four es for the current Nebraska
distance tariff. In short, the statistica of

the board are worthless for an inteiligent
consideration of the transportatlon problem.

Sir:—Your letter of March 22nd, sub:
mitting a commucieation from the
publisher of the , tddressed to
you in response to your card netice of
the refusal of sald publication, has been
received. The publisher informs you
that he proposes to continue to send
the paper to the person addressed, and
that he desires you to tender the papers
to the parties narwed and to inform
them that if thry will pay their sub-
scription to dute, the paper will be dis-
continued, but if they do not pay, it
will be continued until such time as the
amount which they owe will justily a
suit. The publisher also states that he
intends to make a test cnse of this on
the “newspaper law, which requires
payment for & paper before the same
can be discontinurd by a subscriber.”

I suggest that you inform the publish-
er that you know of no such newspaper
law, and that if there is 'such a law, it
is not a United Swates statute, that
your duty is laid down by the rogula-
tions of the Post Office Departiuient,
and that under them you cannot com-
plv with his request.

Your duty is 1o notify the publisher
when the person addressed refus¢s to
receive the paper. Under the reguls-
tioos of the Department you are re-
quested to place the paper with the
waste paper, if they continue to arrive
after holding the same for thirty days
as provided for by Section 601, Pos
Laws and Regulations.

After you have been notified not to
do 8o you have noright to undertake o
force the paper upon the persom ad-
dressed by placing the same in his box.
