Probably
they both thought It was & fine thing
to come out to & savage country in the
wost and |l|l|-_\' eI ror Ill.(l QINPress,
They pavked up all tholr silver and
splendid  furniture, took crowns and
robes and state-oonobes, sl exactly ke
princes and princesses in o falry tale;
went to Rome for the pope's blessing,
uwnd setesall for Mexioo,

YA went well for a time, just s If
some good fairy had wreealgned i6 for
them. Louls Napoleon sent an nrmy
to fght for them with o powerful gen-
ernl, Marshal DBoazaine, who quelled the
goldlers of Jumrezi the devout Catholles
Hving in Mexloo recelved them with
rejoleing.  They landed at Vera Croz
In the end of May, 1864, and entered the
elty of Mexioo soon alter, never drowm-
ing, appurently, that the people did not
want them—probably thinking not at
all about the people, but of the fine
timo they were going o have playing
at emperor, Thoy established them-
solves o splendor, began to adorn
Chapultepes, Instituted the Ordor of
the Mexlenn Eagle, and drove about in
thelr state-coneh,

“RBut Louls Napoleon waz not s good
fnlry. He know very well that theonly
remson his Httle game of emporors wits
sllowed to go on in Mexico was becsise
the Unlted States was busy with thelr
eivil war and could not attend 1o the
misfortunes of thele nelghbors

“Ab that time the govornment nt
Waushington was fully occupled with
the war between north and south; and
although, as republionns, the United
States symputhized with the Mexlonns
wnd pesented thers the lovesion of o
French army to install an Austrian
emperor, President Lincoln could glve
vothing but symputhy In response to
the nppenls of Junrez, This state of
things had to last until the eivil war
soon nfter the full of Rich:
mond und the end of the =outhern con-
federacy, & fow plaln words from Wash-
Ington 1o the French emperor informed
thm that he must withdraw his troops
from Mexico or all friendly relations
would conse botween the Univud Stutes
and Franee.

“Louls Napoleon obeyed,  He did not
wint & war with the Unlted Statos,
then full of valor und provided with
strong army, victorlous after w long
struggle. The Frenoh goneral, Bazalne,
went away from Mexleo with his troaps,
and left poor Maximillan to fight it out
nlone, +He wan persunded to siay,
flattored Into the bellef that be could
hold his own with a volunteor force
until help eame from Austria.  But no
such help was fortheomlng. The
United States had no need to interfors,
for the people of Mexico decided their
own destiny. The emperor  left the
capital und President Jusrez roturned
to It after fan absence of whout' three
VORPH,

“The declsive blow was struck st
Sumtaro, where the emperor hnd takon
uprhis headquarters In & convent, He
surrendered, was trled by courtemartinl,
found gullty and condemned to die
He was executed on June 19, 1847,
