In order to Ameri-
canize them (as infmany of thelr schools
they teach Spanish only)a suggestion
was made that the Eoglish language
should be taught as one of the branchos
fn thelr schools. An smendment to
this effect was offered requiring a pro-
vislon to be placed In the constitution
of the Incoming state as follows: “and
Inall of which public schools the Eng-
Hsh langunge shall be taught, as a
branch of study, but not to the exclus
fon of other languages.” The people
of thiz country will be mstounded to
know that an Amerlean congress de-
eated this proposition, although dona:
$lng milllons of acres of public lands to
be used for school purposes, the pro-
ceeds of which may be used for teach-
ing where the nation's language s un-
Enown.

Thilsdepartment Is
known as the Loynl Orange Mutual
Ald Assoclation, which has been duly
incorporated under the laws of the
state of Minnesots. This assoclation
was formed fwith the one predominant
idea of strongthening the Loyal Orange
Institution and (ts benefits cian only be
enjoyed by its members who are in
good standing, Good health being a
requisite for mambership in'the Orange
Order It s not nocessary for members
to go to the expense of & medical exam-
{nation and the Habllitles are so graded
us to fully offset any omission this may
have on the death rate of its cortificate
holders. The beneflts under all certifi-
cates are graduated as follows:

For death durlng the first three
months cof a~lile certificate, £100.00;
for the second three monthe, 8250.00;
for the next six cmonths following,
500.00; for the second year, $600,00;
for the third year, $700.00: for the
fourth year, $800.00: for the fifth year,
£000.00.  After the fifth year the bene-
fit will he 81,000, the sum stated in the
face of the certificate.

The assessments are made quarterly
and range from 8200 for persons be-
tween the ages of 21 and 27; for mem-
