BACILLI IN OYSTERS.

Trying the Efeot of Inovulation Upon
Hivalves,

The recent excitement cansed by al-
leged discase origlnating in oyvsters has
o to some exporiments with a view
to determine the possibility of ufection
from this source, aays an exchange

It I8 found that the bacillus of ty-
phold will live in brackish water for
alght days In the very coldest weather,
and a proportionately longer tlme when
the waeather is mild, In the examina-
tlon of the oyster, It was found that
those In an apparently healthy condi-
tlon had bacterin of varfous sorts float-
Ing about in the julce. When the sea
waler Is taken Into the shell many of
the forms of bacteria were destroyed or
rejected, as some kinds were not found
in the oysters at all.

One bacteriologist has Inoculatod a
number of oysters with the typhoid
bacllli,.  Tho disease germs lived for
two weoks In the oysters, but It was not
aseertained that they multiplied; and
B0 far ns this goes, the result wis not
oonclusive. Furthe more, the oysters
were not restored to the water, but kept
In a cool place. In order to make sat-
Isfactory examinations it Is lmperative

-

that all natural conditions should be |

strictly complied with; the ovsters
should be brought in contact with in-
fected water and allowed to assimilate
it and any of its contents In the natural
way. Experimonts based on unpatural
eonditlons ure no experiments at all,
therefore, the accounts of this method
of procedure prove nothing.

Economy in Fuoel,

Professor Carpenter, a writer and
authority on the economy of fuel in
present engineering methods, stutes
hat a study of the tests of boilers which
have been made In this Hne shows, def-
fnitely, that & larger percontage of the
value of the coal can pe utllized when
using anthracite and that bituminous
eoal und even ofl can only be burned
with large wastes of heat. Many who
have {ntimately studied the subject are
of the opinion that a large portion of
the hydro-earbon gns contalned in bl-
tuminous coal 1& given off when the coal
s first fired and is carried away uncon-
sumed with large volumes of fresh ale
before the furnace doors are closed,
Whether or not there I8 absolute proof
of this being so, Professor Carpenter
thinks there is Httle doubt that, to sue-
eessfully fire bituminous coals they
ahould first be gradually heated in the
presence of a small amount of alr,
which will drive off the gas, and the
gag liberated should then be
over a body of incandescent coals in
the preésence of sufficient alr to produce
combustion, Mention 8 made of
scheme, favored by some, of drawing
the gas downward through a body of
incandescent coal, but no automatic de-
vice will replace an Intelligent fireman,
though It I8 admitted that mo slight
difference exists in the quality of these
various machines, and some of them
are of practical help.—New York Sun,
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No More Vegetarian Restaurane

few converis to vegetarlanism, though
for a time there weore many promising
recrults, The novelty of the thing
usually wora off in a few days, and the
new disciple returned to his fleshly diet
with an appetite whettad by his short
abstinence, The regular customers o
the place were noticeable for thelr sal-
low complexions, and most of them had
the appearance of being poorly mour-
§shed. They could hardly be expected
to make converts to their mode of liv-
ing by posing as living examples of the
effect of a diet which excluded all
forms of animal food.—New York Sun.

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OVERRUN BY RATS.

An Army of Vermin Takes PMossession

of an Island

The Island of Trople, twenly miles
south of the Florida const, has been In-
vaded by an army of savage rats and
the Inhabitants have been forced to
flee for thelr lives, Trople I8 three
Itl'lllu-u long and two miles wide and the
(soll 18 very fertile, A dozen families
have settled on the island and engaged
In growing vegetables for market,
George Butler, one of the settlers, has
fust reached here, and tells a thrilling
story of the invasion and subjugation
of Trople by the rats, Up to a month
"ngu, necording to Mr. Butler, there were
no rats on the island.
