As W the financial question, let me
say that the people of the West have,
llke the people of the Bouth, been mis-
led by deslgoing men. This question
has been forced to the front largely
through the efforts of wuch men as
Archblshop Walsh, of Dublin, whoes
book on bimetalllsm and monome-
tallism has been ard still is the hand-
book of [ Demoorstic workers. As &
southern man, | would like o say o
your readers that the people of my
sectlon are begloning to understand
the so-called allver question better
than they once did. They have learn-
ed that money ls only & specles of pro-
perty, aod that Its waloe In the
markets cannol be [nereased or dimin-
fshed by & legisiative fiat.  That It s
the parity of dellars, and not the parity
of metals, which Is In question. That
we, a8 citizens, have no more interest
in preserving the parity of gold and
sliver st n fixed ratio than we have In
preserving the parlty between chilckens
and water-melons, But that It Isof
the utmost Importance that we should
keop every dollar equal to every other
dollar, both in the markets and In the
payment of debts. As an |llustration
of the views entertalned by many
Southern men [ subjoin an extract
from & papor published in Winston, N.
C., the town of my own residence. In
speaking of ‘“‘treasury unotes and
sllver,” that paper says:

“Some newspapers In this state are
teaching very dangerous dootrines,
which ought to be combatted for the
sake of the peopls, They have con-
fused the publle mind on nearly every
polnot of political economy. Unable to
generalize correctly, they have ne-
vepted as sclentific principles the hap-
hazard conoclusions of men like John
Law. From the fact that the treasury
notes lssued by a government In the
grip of & mllitary necessity were alter-
wards brought to par with gold, they
argue that treasury notes are as good
money 88 any, forgetting that similar
notes lssued by another government
which once beld sway In this state be-
oame absolutely worthless, and hence
leaving out of thelr caloulations the
element of risk. We know s gontle-
man of Madison who has nearly $250,000
of confederate money, much of which
he received in 1862 and 15863, in the be
llef that it was good money, and not
counting the risk that is always incl-
dent to such notes. In other words, he
gambled on the fate of the confedersoy,
while others, who took greenbacks at
the same time, gambled on the fate of
the Unlon. Of course, the former lost
and the ‘latter won: but It was a mere
game of hazard. And so all treasury
notes are simply bazard notes, Thoee
who take them are simply gambling in
futures. 1f the government which {s-
sues them is honest and permanent,
they sre good enough asa substitute
for money, undoubtedly; but was there
ever such & government? 11 so, when,
and where? The very agltation now
in progress would, 1 it were powerful
enough to exert s great force In poll-
tics, destroy the very chance upon
whiok the efficacy of treasury notes is
based. It would mean lack of faith In
the government and consequent revo-
lution. Who would exchange com-
modities for the notes of & government
in which be had no faith and whose
very existence was problematical? The
expense of printing such money might
be saved by adopting old confederate
notes.

“Their position in respect to siiver
is, of course, not #0 bad, but it tends in
the same directlon. There s & differ-
enoce in the commercial value of the
sllver and the gold embodled in what
is called a dollar, snd this difference
goes up and down. It cannot be fairly
regulated by statute, and hence bi-
metallism bas proved a faflure. To
make the silver dollar of 4124 grains a
legal tender for one hundred cents in
all cases would amount simply to mak-
ing it the sole unit of value, and hence
would demonetize the more wvaluable
metal, DButas long as the two metals
vary in price like other commodities
one or the other must be practically
demonetized, and it would make little
or no difference which of the two it
might be If our country were completely
{solated. But it is not, and therefore
any act tending to demonetize gold
would be & blunder. In fact there ls
nothing but pure fudge in this so-calied
sllver question, and while it is true
that there never was enough good
money in the world, just as there never
has been enough wheat or cattle or cot-
on in the world, yet the very fact of
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scarcity gives 1t walue, and
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permanent, delerminate, poriable value
is the essence of mosey "

Another North Carollna Democratic
paper says

“It has been demonstrated time and
sgain that the aet of 1573 which
omitted the ollver dollar from the llsl
of suthorized coins of the United
States, ‘simply recognized no existing
fact,” by drooping s coln which had
formed no sppreciable portion of our
clrculation for nearly hall a century,
sod had not the demonetization of
sliver taken place in 1573 It must nee-
essarily have taken place s few yoars
|ster, or @'se this country would have
resumed specle payments o 1570 on a
silver lostead of & gold basis.”

“At po time bad this government
alope sny power to malnialn the iwo
metals at thelr old ratio in the face of
the whole of Earope, and the oniy pos-
sible effect of free colonge of sliver,
hitherto as now, would be the demon-
etlzation of gold and the voluntary
assumption by us of all the commercial
disndvautages of u depreciated stand-
ard.™

“Wea are glad o see that the dis
cussion of finance (s drifting from the
sllver question to that of banking. This
indlcatns great progress towards an
ultimate understanding of the subject.
In every country affected by the price-
level of commerce there ls plenty of
money, just a8 there is pleaty of water
in the vicinity of Winston. Bul s in
Winston there 2 an inefficlent system
of water-works—a lack of an effectual
mechanism for collecting and storing
the natursl supply from scattered
fountains, and dlstributing the same
acoording to the needs of Individuals
and famllies; so there is in the South
and West & lack of banks—ol money
tanks—of the mechaolsm for collecting,
sworing and dlstributing money smong
the population In proportion of their
neods. The supply is sufficlent, but is
permitted to run to wasts instead of
bolng gathered into effective tanks for
sconomic use. There s & wonderful
soalogy between money and water—be-
woen banks and water-worka."

I might sdduce many more articles
like these to show that Archbishop
Waleh's following among southern
Democrats |s on the wane, and that
southern men are studylng finance In
these latter times Independently of the
primate of Ireland and his agents.
