trained to branch up six or more feet
from the ground, so as not to get In
the way of plowing, has long ago Lesn
proved a mistake. It Is the frult o the
high tros that s most exposed to winds
and which ae windfalls  brings less
than half what It Is worth, If carefullt
pleked by hand, The low-headed 1ro
will come Into bearing early, and |t»
naturally spreading hablt of growth
will keop It frultful., Under trees thus
managed there can, of course, be no
plowing, but they will not need I
Grass I8 eanlly suppressed by the shode
of low-headed trees, and & Hitle muleh
gpread under the trees will keep the
soll always molst enough for  thrifiy
growth of roots.
