Attorney Gieneral Leese, says the Lin-
coln Journal, is in receipt of letters daily
saking for information about the
changes made by the legislature in the
laws affeeting the meeting of boards of
equalization, supervisors and other bod-
ies. To enlighten perplexed officers it
may be well to give the gist of the an-
gwers sent out by Mr. Leese. In coun-
ties having township orzanization the
regular meetingzs are to be on the first
Tuesday in January and the first Tres-
day after the second Monday in Jnly,
instead of the second Tuesday in Jan-
ur{l:nd the first 'Tuesday in June,

City councils of cities of the second
elass meet with the boards of supervis-
ors and constitute the boards of equali-
zation for these cities.

The board of equalization must make
the levy for the school tax.

_ The time for the annuoal school meet-
irg is changed by two laws. Tle one
yrovides that the meeting aball be on
the first Monday in June instead of the
first Mouday in April. Tle other de-
clares that the meeting shall not be
Iater than the last Monday in June,
The laws do not appear to conflict and

It is provided that the scliool distriet
taxes shall be certified to the connty
elerk on or before the first Monday in
July. The boards of equalization are
required to levy taxes as yvoted at the
annual mesting and certified to the
county clerk, The of equaliza-
tion mnst sit not lesa than tliree days
and not more than twenty-five days.
The point made by Mr. l{ecuei.l at
these boards sometimes commence their
seasions early in June. If they would
sit continuonsly their twenty-five days
might be np before the taxes of some of
the districts wonld be reported. As
they cannot sit more than twenty days
it wonld be impossible to gather again
and make the levy for that district.
Care mnst be taken to see that all dis-
tricts are provided for before adjonrn-
ment. The board may bLridge over thie
time adjourning until all the taxes are
certified to by the county clerk.

FROM B,000 T0 10,000 LIVES LOST.

This ia the Heport That Comes Frou the Nee-
ton of Fennayleania FVisited by Flovds.
Bang Hollow (Pa.) dispatel;s  The

first seconnts sent out of the Juhiustown

dissster nre fur below the wildest esti-
mates placed upon the extent of the

calamity, and iostead of 2,000 or 8,000,

it is probable that the death list will

resch 8,000 -many say 10,000, It is
now known that two passenger traios,
two sections of a day express on liic

Penusylvania railroad, have been thrown

into the maddened torrent and the jas-

sengers drowned.

Fhese trains were held at Jolinstown
from Fridny at 11 a m., and were on &
giilling between Jolnstown and Cone-
mangh station, The awful torrent came
down a warrow defile between the moun-
tains, a distanece of nine miles, and with
a fall of 300 feet in that distance, sweep-
ing away the villages of South Fork,
Mineral Point, Woodale and Cone-
maungh, leaving but one Imilding stand-
ing, & woolen mill, where butau honr
before liad stood Lllndrmls. and dnsh-
ing on with the roar of a eataract and
the speed of the wind upon the fair city
at the foot of the hilla.

The plain in which bnt yesterday sat
Johnstown sits in the monutain like s
jewel of the queen’s dindem. The great
Gantier Steel works sat in this plain,
and the city below it, railrond tracks
Lounding it at the base of the moun-
tains on the nortl. Here i where the
traing were stunding whon the tide
wales, like a entapult, enme down upon
tbew with such resistless foree that
heavy trains, locomotives, Pallmans nnd
all were overturned and swept down the
torrent aud were lodged ngainst the
great stone viaduet, along with forty-
one locomotives from the Jolinstown
rotd-honse, the heavy machiners and
ponderous finmework of the Gautier
mill, the accamnlated debris of more
thay o thousand honses, furnitore,
bridges, lnmber, aud hiuman beings.

The low arches of the stone viadnet
choked np immediately and the water
backed luck over the entire level of the
villey upon which the city stood to a
depth of what, from the waterworks, in-
dieate about thirty-eight feet. In the
great sea thus formed, thonsands of
peaple were struggllng for life.

€ seene to-day was one of the most
larrowing possifle to the imagination
of mon to conceive, The accnmulated
drift gorged up at the visduct tos
height of forty feet and then took fire
from the npsetting of stoves or lampm,

Then were strong men made sick at the

sight. As‘ the flames ecrackled and

ronred among the dry timiber of the
floating honses, human bodies were seen
pinioned between house roofs, locomo-
tives, freight, passenger, Pnllman and
beggage cars. The flames licked with
linsts their diet of lnman flesh. ‘I'he
scens was liorrible beyoud deseription,

rom infaney a few days old to the
wasted fiznres of age, all were burned
before the eyes of the beholders, and
no rescne from such a fate was possible,

Btronz men tnrned away with agon-
ized expressions aud women shirieked at
the horror of the scene. The dead liave
been eompnted at not less than & 000,
and the number may even exceed this
estimate. This seems incredible, It
nntil the waters will hnve abated and the
work of removing the dead from this
tremendons mass begin, it will be im-
possible to tell how many lives liave
Leen lost.

The Associated Press correspondent
was the first to cross to Jolinstown
}lropcr by means of a bhasket suspended

rom a coble, as pnssengors are removed

from wrecked ships. Here the scenes
were magnified in their horror. Hers
wers residences of the little city's most
wealthy and intelligent people. Here
were found the bodies of some of the
most prominent citizens, with all the
members of their families. Cinder,
Murket, Main, Locust, and Waahington
strects hnve been swept clean wdﬁt
of all buildings of whatever charseter,
and the inhabitants seem 1o have flad
into the streets at the first warning of
danger and rushed to their desths.
