The Trusta Have Hard Times.
Iuter Ocenn,

Several of the great trusts have been
in the money market as borrowers dur-
ing the past week, and their experience
has not been pleasant. Capital has not
reganded their bonds as first-elnss secn-
rity. A few months ago when the Infer
Ocean was attacking the cordage trust
and was urging the Ilinois state's attor-
ney to begin suit against the coal trust,
the credit of the great trusts raoked =as
“pilt-edge,” today it hardly stands in
the thinl class. There has been a
wonderful shrinkage in thie value of
trust stocks since the beginning of the
present year, $100,000,000 being the esti-
mated depreciation of stock values n
nine of the great combinations,

It is the old story, “the way of the
transgressor s hard,” “water will not
run up hill;” there are o hundred prov-
erbs and wise sayings that bear upon and
explain the depreciation of trust values.
A trust is an unnatuml combination to
accomplish an unnntural purpose. It is
n violation of the unwritten law of
trade and morals, as well as of the writ-
ten statutes. In the nature of things it
cannot have enduring prosperity. Fora
brief time the affairs of a trust may
seem prosperous. Such an affair as the
cordage trust may purchase half a dozen
corrupt leaders and a dozen corrupt
press  writers of a so-called people's
party, and may seil its wantered stock at
high figures, Such an affair as the
whisky trust may rely npon a policy of
coertion, and such alfairs as the coal wd
sugar trusts upon imggoral allinnces be-
tween the agencies thal produce and the
ngencies that transport and distribute.
But in all coses the value of' the stocks
and bonds depend upon the conlfidence of
the people in the permanent prosperity
of tile trusts, and in all cases it has up-
peared that the people have not confi-
dence in their permanent prosperity.

It has appeared that the people are
inimical to trusts, that they intend to
suppress them by state laws and nation-
al laws.  Suoch hostility of itsell is suffi-
cient to [mghten capital from coming to
the aid of the trusts it the hour of their
peril.  The trust system has had its day;
it was o brief day, in which certain
shrewd persons filched much mooney
from the people, but it i= o day that is
nenring its close. :
