The annnal ceremcnyof testing the
standurd fineness of tha gold sad silver
coins of the United States, na well as
those of Great DBritian, iscalled the
“trial of the pyx."” The cusiom is very
anclant, and the name is derived from
the “pys,"” or cheat, in whioh the ooins
resarved for examination wele formerly
kept, Inths Uzited States the trial,
which is provided for by law, is made oa
the second Wednesday of sach recurring
Fabruary before the judge of the United
States district court, the comtroller of
the currency, the nssayer of the New
York assay office and such other par
sonk 08 the president mey designate. A
msajority loonstitute =& ocompe’ent
board, and the exsmioation s made in
the presence of the direotor of the mint,

The ocins thus reaarved for trisl are
made up from thoss seleoted from easch
delivery made by the chief poioer, de-
poaited in the “pyx” and kept under the
joint care of Lhe superintendsnt of the
mint end the chiel assaysr, eaoh of
whom bashis separsts lock and key,

Coins from other mints aretrans-
mitted quarterly for examination to the
director of the mint, or in lisu of this he
may test any pieoe whioh falls Inio bis
hands: The examiners detailed to
make a “trinlof the pyx" are not sworn,
but they make & certified report of their
doings, If this report stow the coins to
ué within the limit of toleraoce in fine-
uess and weight, it filed. It not, the
fuct is corlified to the president, sad it
oe should deem it proper w0 tode he
may-order &ll thoss fmplicated n the
error to be thanceforth disqualified from
holding offica,—St. Louis Kepublic,
