He Goes 1o the Mayor's House mnd Fire
fhree “hote, Two Making Wouuds
Suficient te Cause Death

Cuicaco, Oet. 30— Another crazy
,crank has done his deadly work and

Carter H. Harrison, five times .nayor
of Chicago and one of the best known
men in the west, lies dend at his home,
No. 231 South Ashland boulevard.

The murder was committed by
Eugene Patrick Prendergast, 4 paper
carrier, who had declured that Mayor
Harrison bad promised to maks him
corporation counse!l and had not kept
bis word. This, he sald, was his only
reason for committing the erime,

The ordy persons in the house at the
time of the shooting, besides Mr, Harri-
son, were his son, “William Preston
Harrison, aged twenty-live, and the
serviunts,

Shortly before 8 o'clock the doorbell
rang, and when Mary Hanser, a domes-
Ltie, opened the door shie was confronted
by a man about live feet, five inches
high, with smooth-shaven, clean-cut
feutures; lit up by 2 pair of dark eyes,

“Is Mr, Harnson in,"” asked the man
in & quiet, plessant voive.

“Yes air;” responded the girl, as she
threw open the door to admit of his en-
trance.

“I would like to seq him, please,”

| said the man as hie walked toward the

back end of the hall

Mayor Harrison was in the dining
room the door of which opened into the
rear of the hall. Hearing the man ask
for him, he stepped into the hall and
walked toward Prendergast.

Without saying a word, Prendergust
drew a revolver and commenced to lire.
He pulied the trigger but three times
and every bullet hit the mak. One
bullet shattered Harrison's left hand.
Another passed iuto the lower right
side of the abdomen, muking & wound
that would have been mortal within
few days. I'he third bullet entered the
chest shightly above the leart. This
'Ollllt’ wius the Hmediate cause o1
death

As soou as 'rendergast began to fire,
Harrison turped and walked rapidly
toward the dining room, He passed
throuzh the room iuto the butler's pun-
try. where, weakened by loss of hlood,
he fell to the tloor.

Preadergust did not follow up  his
vietim, but repluced the revoiver in lis
pocket, with the sams deliberation thu:
marked afl 6f his wetions, and started
toward todoor, Ju t ashe was passe
g out, Willam Preston Harrison
cAlle tearing down the sta, s and the
couchman rin to the rear sed of the

BULLETS SENT AVIER THE ASSASSIN

Lie had a revolver of lus own, and as
quickly as he realized what had occur-
red Lie sent a bullet aiter the disappear.
