nearly @1l of the oysters used for cane
ning. In faet, the outpuat of this in
dustry In Maryland s oqual to one
sixth of all the fisheries of the United
Btites put together.

The quantity of opster shells lnnuded
upon the ebores of Maryinnd during
the last century has been reckons] at
12,000,000 tons.  Untll very iately the
canulng firms huve had much tronlile
In getting rvid of the shells, hoaving 1o
pay, In fact, for the removal of all that
they could not give away. HRecoutly,
however, they have been able to ecll
them. They are now shipped 1o all
purts of the conntry and are ntilized
varionsly for roads, for lime and em.

The sign letterer who s putting a

gold leaf s so tldn and light that the
would e ecnough w
Wow it away: it & carrled in the famil-
e Hidle books,

T letterer brushes the inner side of
the gloss buck of the lettering painted
upon the outside with o brush dipped
in water contaiulng & trace of muctlage.
Then, withh a wide and very thin ¢am-
el’'s hair brush, whieh he finst brushes
lightly back and forth once or twiee
upon the hack of his L, or perhaps
upon bis cont, to dry i, if it needs dry
fng, and =lightly to electrify It, he lifts
from the ook a section of gold leaf
sutficienl to eover g section of the letrer
nnd plaevs It on the glass. He repeils
these operstions until the glass hack of
the letter painted on the front I8 covered
with the leaf. It muay requive three or
Four sectlons such ag o 0 Le plekaed op
with the brush to cover the (ctier, or per-
bajis more, depending oo anil
shinpee.
