Soers May Attack in Rear and a

COMTE TALKS ALLIANGE.

Seizes Opoortunity at Banquet
Push “Frisnaly Relationa.”

London —{Bpecial.)—The Thangskiv-
ing banguet In London was attended
by 135 guests, and was marked by en
thusiastic declarations in favor of Eng-
land, as agrinst the Boers. The speech
by Mr. Choate along that line was the
feature,

Mr. Choate, in response to a toast to
his own health, which was recelved
with loud cheering, sald there could
not be & better prelude to what he was
to say than & remark made to him re-
cently, “Let England and Americs
clasp hands across the sea snd the
peace of the world is absolutely seé-
cure.”

He referred sympathetically to the
lo#ses sustained by British families
throughout the war, and went on to
say: “Fortunately Englishmen have
pot far to look for proofs of this good
feellng. Neutral as Americans are
supposed to be, the women could not
be neutrnl. The American women in
London, who have fitted up a hospital
ship, have done a deed that will live
for all time: that will do honor to our
common humanity.”

After declaring that the action of
the United States in endeavoring to
look after British Interests In  the
Transvaal was merely an endeavor to
reciprocate kindnesa shown in the war
with Bpain, Mr. Choate sald: “Unfor.
tunately the local authorities at Pre-
toria seemed to think that this would
not be quite the proper thing. Yet 1
4can but hope that the prohibition will
witimately be removed, so that we may
be permitted to act in this errand of
humanity."”

Dealing with the commercial pros-
perity in the United Btates and the
necessity for a mercantlle marine, Mr.
Choate remarked:

“Carrying trade Is the white man’s
burden, and we must do our full share,
The supremest interest of the United
States is to preserve the peace of the
world. I still believe that a majority of
the American people still continue to
uphold Washington's maxim about no
entangling alliances, and 1 have mno
fear of any quarrel between the three
great commercial powers, England,
Germany and the United States. Our
one great alm is to increase commerce
with the great kindred natlons, who
have for three generations settled am-
icably all questions, however great and
trying, that have ever arisen between
them. How can we ever have any
&reat dispute again, while the great
straln of German blood continues to
flow In thelr veins, and while New
York and Chicago stand as the great-
eat German citles In the world?”

Tracing the progress of the Unitsd
States toward the far sast, Mr. Choate
exclaimed: **There 15 now only one step
further—the open door, and who shall
slam that door in our face?"

The other speakers Included Robert
P. Porter, J. Welter Earle, president of
the society; James Boyle, United
States consul at Liverpool; Mariton
Frewin, Morgan Rlichards and F. C
Van Dusen.

Among others present were the mem-
bers of the embassy staff, Hiram Max-
im, and almost all the principal mem.

DESTS PAYABLEIN GOLD

BILL PREPARED BY REFUBLICAN
COMMITTEE ON FINANCE.

Secretary o'l Treasury May at Any
Time lssue Gold Bondse to Main-
tain the Resarve.

Washington, D. C—(Spectal.)—The
financial bill prepared by the republic-
an commitiee, which met at Atlantic
ity last spring, has been made pub-
lic by the committee, Its text follows:

A blil to define and fix the standard of
value, to maintain the parity of all
forms of money insued or colned by
the United States, and for other pur-
poses.

Be It enacted by the senate and house
cf representatives of the United Btates
of America in  congress assembled:
That the standaerd unit of value shall,
as now, be the dollar, and shall con-
sist of twenty-five and eight-tenths
grains of gold, nine-tenths fine, or 13 3-
100 grains of pure gold, being the one-
tenth part of the eagle,

Bection 2—That all Interest-bearing
obligations of the United States for
the payment of money, now existing or
hereafter to be entered into, and all
United States notea and lreasury noles
issued under the law of July 14, 1890,
shall be deemed and held to be pay-
able in the gold coin of the United
States, as defined in section 1 of this
act, and all other obligations, public
and private, for the payment of money
shall be performed in conformity with
the standard established in sald sec-
tion. Nothing herein con shall
be construed or held to effect the pres-
ent legal tender quality of the silver
dollar, or of the subsidary or minor
coins, or of the paper currency of the
United States. or the laws making na-
tlonal bank notes acceptable and pay-
able for certain public debts and dues
and obligatlons between national
banks.

Sec. 3—That there be established in
the treasury department, as & part of
the office of treasurer of the United
Htates, a division, to be designated and
knawn as the divislon of issue and
redemption, to which shall be assigned,
under such regulations as the secre-
tary of the treasury may approve, all
records and acvounts relating to the
{assue, redemption and exchange, as
herelnafter provided, of the several
kinds of United States money. There
shall be transferred from the general
fund In the treasury of the United
States and taken up on the books of
the said division as & redemption fund
the amount of gold coln and bullion
held agalnst outstanding gold certifi-
cates, the amount of United Btates
notes held agalnst outstanding curren-
cy certificates, the amount of silver dol-
iars held against outstanding sllver
certificates, the amount in silver doi-
lars and sliver bullion held against
sutstanding treasury notes issued un-
der the act of July 14, 1880, and an
amount of gold coln and bulllon to
constitute a reserve fund of United
States notes and treasury notes Issued
under the act of July 14, 1890, outstand-
ing. The gold and silver coins and bul-
llon transferred from the general fund
in the treasury as hereln provided,shall
be Increased or diminished, as the case
may be, in accordance with the pro-
visions of this act, and In no other

way.
ISSUE BONDS AT ANY TIME.
Sec. 4—That it shall be the duty of
the secretary of the treasury to maln-
tain the gold reserve fund taken up on
the books of the division of lssue and
redempition, a# herein provided, and
for this purpose he may from time 1o
time transfer to such fund any moneys
in the treasury no' otherwise appro-
priated or may exchange any of the
funds Iin the division of issue and re-
demption for other funds which may be
the general fund of the treasury, and
in nddition thereto he s hereby au-
thorized to issue, and gsell, whenever
in his judgment it Is necessary o the
maintenance of sald reserve fund,bonds
of the United States, bearing Interest
&t A rate not exceeding 3 percentum
per annum, payable In gold coin at
the end of twenty years, but redeem-
able In gold coin at the option of the
United States at the end of one year.
But no transfer shall at any time be
made from the general fund of the
treasury to the division of Issue and re-
demption, which will reduce the gen-
eral fund below 350,000,000 That all
United States notes and {reasury notes
{ssued under the act of July 14, 1890,
presented for redemption shall be re-
deemed In gold coin at the will of the
holder, and all silver certificates pre-
sented for redemption shall be redeem-
sd in accordance with existing laws.
ENDLESS CHAIN CONTINUED.

The secretary of the treasury is re-
quired to Issue sald reserve fund in
malntsining st il times the parity and
value of every dollar used or colned by
the government, and if at any time
the secretary of the treasury deems It
necessary, In order to maintain the
parity and equal value of all the money
of the United States, he may at his
discretion exchange gold coin for any
other y I d or coined by the
United Staten. The notes and certifi-
cutes 8o redeemed or exchanged shall
be held to constitute s part of sald
fund and shall not be withdrawn there-
from, nor disbursed, except in exchange
for an equivalent amount of the coln
in which mald coin or certlficates were
redeemed or exchanged, except as here-
inbefore in this section provided, Noth-
ing In this act shall be construed as
repealing that provision of the act ap-
proved July 14, 1%#0, which provides
that “no greater or less amount of
such notes shall be outstanding at any
time, than the cost of the sliver bul-
lion and the standsrd sliver dollars
ocoined therefrom then held In  the
treasury, putchased by such notes.” ,

Bec. 5—That the secretary of the
treasury I8 hereby authorised to use
at his discretion, any siiver bullion in
the treasury of the United Btates pur-
chased under the act of July 14, 1890,
for colnage into such depominations of
subsidiary sllver coin as may be nec-
essary to meet the public requirements
for such coln, and any gain or seign-
forage arising from this colnage shall
be sccounted for and pald Into the
treasury. Whenever any silver bulllon,
purchased under the act of July 14,
1890, shall be used in the colnage of
subsidiary silver coin, an amount of
treasury notes lssued under sald act
equal to the cost of the baulllon con-
tained In such coin shall be cancelled
and not reissued.

The report on the bill has been pre
pared by Representative Overstreet of
Indianapolis, who Introduced the orig
inal bill of the monetary commissior
in 1%9%, and has been distributed
