The streets were densely
crowded for blocks in every direction
lending to the governor's home. The
crowds rushed through the fences and
crowded Into the doorways of the
house in their excitement. It was
necessary for the governor to go to
the side door+to meet his returning
fellow citizens, as it was impossible
for him to reach the front, where he
had been speaking,

Congressman R. W, Taylor of the
FEighteenth, the old MeKinley dis-
trict, mounted a box when Governor
MecKinley nppeared and delivered a
short address. Mr. McKinley re-
sponded in a feeling speech entirely
