PRESIDENT CLEVELAND RECEIVES
THE CHINESE STATESMAN.

RECEPTION WAS SIMPLE

Diplomatie Compliments Exchanged Nes
tween the Chiel Magistrate of This
Coantry and the Representaiive
of the Great Orlental Nation
= Listing ulshed OMglals
Were Preseut.

New Yonx, Aug. 31L--Hardly had
Li Hung Chang become settled in his
rooms at the Waldor! hotel vesterday
afternoon ere an attache of the Ius-
sian legation called to arrange a con:
ference between the viceroy aund the
Russian minister. He was successful
and in the evening a private confer-
ence was held Owing to eveots in
the East the promplness of the Rus-
sians caused much speculation about
the hotel, but it was stated that the
Russian minister would be compelled
to leave the city soon and for that
reason held ap early loterview., Ex-
Seeretary John W. Fostermnd Colonel
Fred Grant, a party of Chinese mer-
chants and Ex-Senator George IV, Ed-
munds, who was oove a minister Lo
China, also called during the after:
noon and evening. Li Iuni{ Chang
dined on food prepared by his own
cook and retired at his usual early
hour, 9:30 o'clock.

This morning the statesman arose
at ¢ o'clock. His first caller was ex-
Secretary Johun W, Foster, between
whom and the Chinese ambassador a
strong friendship has existed, espe-
cially since Mr. Foster's mission to the
Last during the Jspan-China war.
Another caller was Yan I'hou lLee,
who was sent here by the Chioese
government as a student in 1873, e
presented an invitation from the gov-
ernor of Tennessec to visit Nashville
on his way west,

BECEIVED BY THE PREBIDENT,

Large crowds gathered in Fifth ave-
nue early to see the parade to the res-
idence of ex-Secretary W. C, Whitney,
where the President was to receive
the ambassador at mnoon. A large
force ot police was necessary Lo pre-
serve order, Around Mr. Whitney's
house a clear place was reserved.

Li Hung Chang and Secretary Olney
exchanged visits in the hotel, after
which they procceded together to the
Whitney residence, escorted by a
troop of the Bixth cavalry.

The reception by the president was
quite simple in character and lasted
only twenty-five minutes, Among
those present were Secrelary of State
Olney, Secretary of the Treasury Car-
lisle, Becretary of War Lamont and
Assistant Secretary of State Rockhild.
After the reception Earl Li returned
to the Wa.iclor?

COMPLIMENTS FROM LI NIUNG CHANG,

After the formul greeting, Li Hung
Chang addressed the president as fol-
lows: ‘Your excellency, it affords
me great pleasure to have the honor
to be presented to your excellency.
The reputation of your highly es-
teemed virtues is widely kuown
throughout the world and in you the
citizens of the United States of Amer-.
fea have invariably placed their conti
dence, consequently, both the interior
administration and the exterior rela-
tions of this great republic areina
state of prosperity. 1t will always be
the desire of my august master, the
emperor of China, to maintain the
most cordial relations with America,
whose friendly assistance rendered to
the government of China after the
China-Japaness war and whose pro-
tecdion for the safetv of the Chinese
emigrants in America are always to
be highly appreciated,

“Iam now specially appoioted by
my nugust master, the emperor of
China, to present to your excellency
the assurances of his most friendly
feelings toward the United States of
America in the hope that your excels
lency will reciprocate his sentiments
and co-operate with him to promote
the friendly intercourse between our
two countries for the cause of human
kind. I trust that your excellency's
government will continue to afford
Erouetinn and kind treatment to the

hinese lmmigrants in America and
to render friendly assistance to the
Chinese government when required.
May the ple of our two natioos
enjoy the benefits of perpetual peave. *

MR, CLEVELAND'S HOMZ GIVES
HIM AN OVATION.

Greatest Demonsteation Sinee the Madi-

®on Square Garden Notifiention Meots

Ing—He Talks About Mexlean Dollars
and the Old Soldlers—A Change In the
Route of His Tour,

Bryan at Buffalo,

Dewraro, N. Y., Aug. 20.—Appar.
ently the entire population of Buffalo,
the home of Grover Cleveland, turned
its footsceps last night towards Music
hall, where Candidate Bryan addressed
4,000 people, as many as could be
packed within the four walls, while
unnumbered thousands filled the
neighboring streets. The day in Buf.
folo had been the greatest ovation
Mr. Bryan bas received in *‘the ene-
my's country, ' and the pnight meeting
which ended 1t attracted almost, if
not quite, as many would-be suditors
as the notitication in Madison Square
guarden,

A reception was held for two Lours
in the hotel parlors in the afternoou,
when Mr. and Mrs. Uryanshook hands
with a constant liue ot callers, which
still stretched along half a block out-
side the building when the doors were
closed upon the last comers,

Mr. Iiryan was escorted to the hall
b[v the *Cleveland Democracy,” the
city's oldest party organization, and
by ward clubs bearing torches. The
line of march was along half & mile of
Main street, erowded almost as thick-
ly as was the hall, and red fire and
cannon announced his coming, Whean
Mr, Bryan appeared upon the stage,
escorted by State Committeeman John
C. Bheelhan, the police were powerless
to control the audience, and swarm-
ing down to the front, several hun-
dred men took possession of the seals
reserved for the clubs which escorted
Mr. Bryan.

Mr, Bryan said, among other things:
“"We propose a financial policy. Our
opponents propose nothing. Without
daring to defend the gold standard,
without daring to set a time when
you shall escape it, they vreach the
doctrine of ‘grin and bear it,’ and
offer no hope to the human race. We
ask for the free coinage of silver at
the ratio of 16 to 1. Ve bhave had it
in the past, and we ask that the
American people shall do their own
legisluting for themselves without
waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation, and we have had it in
the past. We believe that the free
and unlimited voinage of silver at 16
to 1 will maintain the parity between
gold and silver.

“*And right here let me call atten-
tion to something which I have
learned since I came into your city.
Iam told that some of your mer-
chants, in order to give an object les-
son to the people, have been offering
to furnish Mexican dollars for 060
cents as part of the change when you
buy goods. My friends, let me give

ou an opportunity to test the sincer-
ty of these people. Let me give yon
a sugrestion. hey tell you that if
we had the free coinage of sllver that
the American dollar would be aslittle
as the Mexican dollar is now. They
tell you that if we had the free coin-
sge of silver, silver will not rise in
value, Let me give you a suggestion
by which you can test them. When-
ever a man offers you a Mexican dol-
lar for 50 cents, you take it, and then
take it to your uvlnr bank ana ask
them if they will take it on deposit
for 50 cents and give you a written
agreement to give you & Mexican dol-
lar the next dav after the inaugura-
tion of the next president

“Our opponents have said that the
soldiers who are receiving pensions
must be protected against the free
coinage of silver. They would have
us believe that these financiers who
are ipsisting upon the go'd standard
are insisting upon it for fear the sold-
‘ers drawing a pension may suffer b
the abandonment of the gold stand-
ard. They forget that those who were

And I am not willing to believe that
they ure auy more considerate of the
soldlers’ interests today than they
were st the time when thev were look-
fog after themselves, (Appluuse. )

L1 HUNG CHANG HERE.

The Statesman Welcomad In

Great Style.

New Yong, Aug. 20.—At 8 o'clock
this morning colors were hoisted on
the fleet of American warships at
anchor off Thompkinsville, Staten
Island, and other prepurations were
made for welcoming L Hung Ghang,
the greatest statesinan of China. The
vessels were the Indiana, the New
York, the Massachusetts, the Maine,
the Texas, the Columbia, the Newarlk,
the Raleigh, the Montgomery, the
Amphitrite, the Terror and the Dol-
phin, the last named earrying Major
General Thomas H, Ruger and staff.
At the American line pler were four
troops of the Sixth United States cav-
nly and s detachment of the naval
reserve.

On board the Dolphin with General
Ruger were the Chinese minister,
Yang, nod saite, the Chinese consul
and a few specially Invited guests
Hovering unbout the pay was o fleet of
suil and steam yachts, excursion boats
and tugs, londed with passengers,who
were probably more interested In see-
ing the ships of the so-called “*white
squadron” lre their twenty-one gun
salute than in witnessing the arrival
in American waters of the Chinese
envoy, g

The famous coffin of the Chinese
statesman was not brought to Ameri-
ca with him, having been sent back
bome from London. With the diplo-
matist are Li King Fong, or Lord Li,
adopted son of Li Hung Chang, who
has been secretary of the Chinese lega~
tion at London and minister to Japan;
Lo Feog Lun, the principal idter-
preter, who was educated in England
and was chief of the naval school at
Tien Tsin; Yu Shih-Mei, Lien-Chun-
King, Lin Hon-Shuand LI King Shu,
the second son of Li Hung Chang. all
secretaries; Chang Lin, Hunk-K,, SBich
Pavg Ho, Pah Pin, Hueng Ching, Lo
Chung Sung and Huni Chal Slang,
attaches; Dr. Irwin, an English ph‘yo 3
¢ian; Major Von Hanneken of Chino-
Japanese war fame, and a forceYof
valets, eooks, ete.

The Dolphin steamed down the bay
with General Ruger and the guests on
board shortly after 10 o'cleock, and at
10:30 dropped anchor off Quarantine,
awaiting the arrival of the St Louis

The 8t. Louis arrived off Quarantine
at 12:30 o'clock and was immediately
boarded by the government officers
from the cruiser Dolphin, who ex~
tended to the Chinese statesman, in
behalf of President Cleveland, a wels
come to the Upited States,

The St. Louks slowly moved up the
bay, surrounded by all kinds of a{ly
decorated eraft and with the Dolphin
quite near Ler to the noise of a tre-
mendous chorus of steam whistles and
a continunl fusilade of giant firecrack-
ers, ete,

As the 8t, Louis neared the Ameri-
can fleet, the first salute in honor of
the Chinese visitors was fired from
the flagship New York, gun by gun,
until twenty-one shots had been fired.
The New York was the only warship
to fire a salute, but the other ships
dipped their colors as the St Louis
passed. They presented a magnificent
appearance and were watched with
the greatest interest by the Chinese
ambassador and his suite from the po-
sition which they occupied on the
port side of the vpper deck of the
American liner.

The St. I ouis moved np the harbor
in a sort of triumphal procession,
greeted on ail sides with the tooting
of steam whistles and other salutes
and reached her dock at 1:30 o'clock.
But the party was not able to land
until sometime later, owing to the
necessary delay in warping the ship
to its wharf.

GREETED DY GREAT CROWDS,

About the dock all kinds of craft
dashed. During this time while the
yellow standard of China was loudly
cheered by the crowds about the
wharf, the bow of the big steamship
neared the landing place of the Amer-
fean line.

The Chinese party was received at
the pier by the guard of honor of the
marine infantry and an immense
crowd of people, which was with dif-
ficulty kept back from the approaches
by a large force of police. The
C{lneu standard was removed from
the American line steamer at 1:50
o'clock, as the Chinese ambassador
landed on tne wharf and entered the
carriage in attendance,

The first carriage contained the
ambassador and General Ruger und in
the next were Tao-Tal-Ly, Major Von
Hanneken and a member of the staff
of General Ruger. Afier them came
carringes containing the Chinese minis-
ter and Chinese consul and their suites
accompanied by staff officers The
procession was headed by a detach-
ment of the BSixth cavairy with an-
other detachment of the sawme regi-
ment in its rear. The whole was pre-
ceded by a detachment of mounted
police and moved away amid loud
cheering. T'he route was guarded by
poliee and dnulr packed with spec-
tators. A quantity of buniting was
displayed on all sides with the Chinese
standard consplewouns,
