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FARM FIRE LOSS.

Costly Conflagarastion »n the Wig Taylor
Kanch Near irnod Island,

Several hundred sheep. valnable farm
implements and machinery, besides
barns. fences and other property on
the immense Taylor raneh seven miles
northwest of Grand Island were des-
troved by fire.

The loss so far foots np to many
thousands of dollars, but Mr. Robert
Taylor, the owner, known there as the
“Sheep King." is not at home, and un-
til he returns the exact amount of the
loss will not be known. The amonnt
of the insurance also cannot De defi-
nitely stated until Mr. Taylor returns,
although Mr. Frank of Grand Island
sald that it was at least $6.000. This
sum will fall far short of covering the
loss,

The fire was discovered by one of
the girls at the place. The light of
the flames shone through her window
and woke her, and she gave the alarm,
It was about 12:45 in the morning. At
this time the center of one of the sheds
seemed about burned through, and
from the appearance of things it was
here the fire started.

Quite » number of the sheep kept in
the row of corrals immedintely adju-
cent to the burned sheds  were  saved,
but about 250 of the animals were
burned, The sheep shed was 334 feet
long by 60 wide, and the secopd shed
or barn, for in it were kept about 100
tons of hay and u lot of farm inple-
ments, wias 334x40,  In the south part
of this lust shed the corn was stored,
whieh will probably burn for several
days, and until burned out will be a
constant menace to the rest of the
place,

The machinecy destroyed econsisted
of & brand new self-binder, another
self-binder somewhat used. five mow-
ing machines, three hayrakes, a bull-
riske, a cornhusker, o foddercutter, a
water tank (wagon), a new beet culti-
vator, never used, a buggy, @ bhay
lowder and a seale,  Not o vestige of
the 150 tons of hay is left.

Crawford dispateh: “Sandy™ Torn-
age, o colored trooper, was found dead
in # house kept by a white woman
pamed Julia Foller early this morning
with o bullet wound in his head, ‘This
afternoon Coroner Uhl held an inguest
and the jury returned a verdiet that
the deceased came to his death by a
gunshot wound inflicted by Robert
Walker of troop G, Ninth cavalry, and
the Fuller woman in whose house the
body was found, ‘Fhe two have been
placed under arrest and removed to
the county jail at Chadron.

Fort Robinson dispateh: Private
fobert Walker of troop G, Ninth eav-
airy, was arrested this afternoon by
the town marshal of Ceawford on sus-
pieion of being implicated, if not the
nrincipal, in the murder of Henry
Turnage Tate, known as “Sandy.” &
soldier in trgop A, Ninthh cavalry,
Tate was found dead in his room this
motning and it is said that some new
underclothing which Walker Longht
yesterday wus found In the room,
Walker has been fifteen years in the
regiment and has borne the reputa-
tion of being a good soldicr and guiet
and inoffensive man,

COAL RATES GO AGCAINST THE
MISSOURI PACIFIC.

Charges on the Mine Run Declded to Be
Too High — The State Hoard of
Transportation Hears Evideswce
and Gives an Opinion of lTm-
portance,

Missour! Pacifie Conl Rate Case,

The conl rate case was heard by the
state board of transportation, and an
interesting  point  was brought out
which is of more than local interest,
The case was brought by George W,
Gibben on complaint of Lincoln and
Omaha conl dealers that the Missouri
Pacific road had been chargins too
much for hanling mine coal from Pan-
umu, Mo, to the two points namesd,
It was set oot that the rate on lump

coul was 81,42 per ton. and that the
mine run rate should be $1.07, per
ton, whereus the rallrond compuny

was charging the hjgher rate for hoth
grades alike. The raflvond company
set up o want of jurisdiction on the
part of the board of transportation,
making the showing that it was an
interstate matter,  ‘The case was heard
by the Missouri state board o few days
ugo, and the decision was reserved
pending negotutions for a settlement
of the dienlty between the parties,
I'n the hearing of the case the second
time the defendant rvailrond compuny
did not appear, relying on its ohjec-
tion to the jorisdiction of the board,
T'wo or three witnesses were examined
and the subject of complaint was in-
quired into, From the testimony it
appeared that the mine run coul is
billed out as such ot Papuma without
objeetion by the railroad company,
and  that  the additional charges
are tucked on after the cors reach their
destination.  This the members of the
board are inclined to think would put
the case within their Jjurisdiction, and
while the case is still under advise-
ment, it is stated that the decision will
e made that an overcharge ‘is being
made by the railroad company. It is
admitted that an appeusl is sure 1o be
taken in orvder to test the gquestion of
jurisdietion,

Ol Appropriation Has & surplus,

In an opinion to the state anditor the
attorney general says that the cluims
of George W. Ledigh and others,
amonnting to 81,075,600, cannot be paid
ont of the penitentiary appropriation
of 1805 for the reason that the labor
wias performed sinee April 1, 1807, He
holds that after that date the psy must
come from the new appropriation and
that the $10.000 that remains of the
appropriation of 1875 is not available
and must be tarned back into the
treasury on August 1. In regard to
the elaim for goods furnished the state
by H. H, Glover & Co.. purt of which
iy was furnished in .\lnr.-lll and part in
April of this year, the decision is that
the claim for the part furnished prior
to April 1 must be puid from the 1865
appropristion, In case it were legal
to do so, the aunditor had desired to
draw upon the old appropriation until
it wus exhausted. und the opinion was
rendered upon his request for informa-
tion on this point,

Mills Keleased on Bond.

J. D, Renau, sheriff of Harlun conn-
ty came to Lincoln last week bringing
to the penitentiary ex-County Treas-
urerkBzra 8, Whitney, who is sentenced
to two and one-half years for embezzl-
ing $11,191 of county funds, B 1.
Mills, the president of the failed bank.
who was convicted of embezzling %6,-
000 of the county money of the same
county and sentenced to the peniten-
tiary, was also bronght down and re-
leased on bond given to the clerk of
the district court.  Mills upon convie-
tion was started to the peniteatiory
and at the same time am application
wias miade to Judge Norval at Seward
for an order suspending sentence pend-
ing un appesl to the supreme court,
This order was served on the sheriff at
the depot in Lincoln when he arrived
with his prisoner, and the bond of $1.-
000 required of Mills was made up and
approved by the clerk of the supreme
court, Mills was accordingly released
to await the action of the supreme
court in his case.

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RAILROAD ASSESSMENT.

Nowe of the Lines Are to he Kalsed in
Valontion.

The state board of equalization, says
a Lineoln dispateh to the Cmaha Bee.
has  practieally completed its labors
and the result of the session is that
none of the railroad companies are 1o
be raised in valuation. It was the ex-
pressed intention on the part of the
board ut least to raise the valuation of
the B. & M. and Elkhorn lines, but the
argnments of the representatives of
those roads seem to have been so con-
vincing that the tigures were left as
originally presented to the board.

The decision is viewed with dissutis-
fuction by prominent populists who
had their attention called to it. They
point out the fact “that last year the
averuage assessment of all ronds in the
stute was at the rate of $4.587.°4 per
mile, while the valuation of the B. &
M., which, next to the Union Pacifie,
wus the best paying road in the state,
was only 84,470.16 cents per mile. It
was generally helieved that to put the
15, & M. on an equality with the other
lines the valuation should be raised to
something like #3000 per mile, and
thut the Elkhorn ought to be raised
from $4,500 to 84,000 per mile,

As o result of the investigation of
the board it was found that the tele-
graph lines along the B. & M. and
Missourl Pacitic rosds had not been
given in for assessment and they were
put down on the bhooks to pay the same
us the other lines of the state, amount-
ing 1o whout 65 per mile.
