brought up a Quaker, his parents be-
longing to that religlous body, but at
the age of 14 became dizsatisfied with
the precepts of the friends and “evo-
Juted,” as he says, to the Methodist
church,

From a Methodist he became a uni-
versalist of the type of John Murray of
Boston, As a member of this chureh
he eame to Ann Arbor in 1844. Relig-
lous principles still troubled him, He
could not reconcile himself to the ldea
of the redemption. He was looking for
a religion in which justice was the
gulding principle. He began reading
the doctrines on which Brahmanism is
founded, and became & convert to
Brahma and has gince continued to be
a follower of his,

He believes In a greater and a lesser
heaven, the latter being here on earth
at the present time If one lives well,
Of course, he Is a irm bellever in the
transmigration of souls, but he expects
to have his own soul appear in some
higher form of being than a dog or a
hore. He thinke that dogs have more
soul than some people he has met,

New York's FPnenmatic Mall-Tobes.

The system of pneumatic mall-tubes
for which Mayor Strong broke ground
on August 2, promiges to bring about a
notable quickening in the distribution
of letters in Greater New York. Tubes
are to connect the postofiices of New
¥York and Brooklyn, and others, as
plannel at present, are to radiate from
the New York pestoffice to all parts of
Manhattan Island. The lines that are
first to be finlshed, and which may be
done some time in October, will con-
nect the postoffice with the Battery
on one side, and with the Forty-second
street station on the other.

Theve I8 no corsiderable part of Man-
hattan Island to which the summer
and fall will not bring considerable
change2i. The mall-tubes are an ltem
of an unusually long list of improve-
ments that are elther in progress or
impending. Before November Fifth
avenue will have been repaved, and
poscibly the demolition of the old re-
servolr will have begun; the great As-
toria Hotel will be finished; the new
Sherry's and the Delmonico's will be
far along towarc completion; Dr., De-
pew's New York Central cheap cab
egystem will be working; progress may
possibly have been made in aecelerat-
ing the street car systems of the
Tourth, Sixth and Eighth avenues;
space will have bLeen cleared for two
new small parks on the east side, and
on the west side the improvement of

That consumption can be cured s
the hope once more held out by Prof,
Robert Koch, a German sclentist whose
name was on every tongue seven years
ago. Koch's “tubereulin,” which was
then tested, with unfavorable results,
was a preparation of the bacilll of tu-
berculosis, The present treatment also
consiste of hypodermic Iinjections ol
these bacilli, but with this difference,
that the bacilli have been broken up
by mechanical means in order to faeill-
tate their absorption, Doctor Koeh
does not promige that the new tubercu-
lin will be useful when the malady has
reached an advaneed stage, He does
affirm that “a large number of sultable
patients” have been cured by it. It Is
noticeable that European sclentists
treat this claim with great respect—a
eertain indication that, In helr view,
Doctor Koch's twenty years' study of
teberculosls may at any time be
crowned with full success,

PAZ FROM BOLIVIA.

THE NEW MINISTER TO THE
UNITED STATES.

A Young Statesman Who Is Alrendy »
Fower In His Country's Govrernment
His Career In War and Volltles in Ris
Native Land.

HERE have been
two Important ad-
ditions to the dip-
lomatie corps from
South America this
summer, and for
the first time in
many years both
Pern and Bolivia
are represented by
ministers resldent
at this capltal. Luls
Paz, the new envoy from Bollvia, who
presented hig eredentials only a day cr
two before the president left Washing-
ton, making at the time a most felici-
tous speech, s the last to arrive. His
credentials having been presented there
are no ofMieial duties that demand the
minister's Immediate attention. He
has planned, therefore, to leave Wash-
ington soon, and will visit some of the
eastern resorts, ‘The first representa-
tive accredined from Bolivia was La-
disloa Cabrera, who served from No-
vember, 1880, until December, 1882,
After Mr. Cabrera's recall there was an
interval of nearly four years dnring
which time, and at all subsequent
times when there has heen no minister
resident here from that country, all
diplomatic business was conducted by
the state department directly with the
#ecretary of forelgn affairs at Bucre,
It was the hope of interesting capital
and stimulating immigration and the
desire to study the rallroad systems of
this country, which the chief executive
of Bollvia, President Alonzo, considers
the finest In the world, that Insplired
Mr, Paz to resign his seat In the senale
and relinquish the leadership of a great
political party to accept the post of

——

minister to the United States. In con-
versation the other day the Bolivian
minister, who, by the way, speaks no
English yet, sald: “I see just now that
your people are maich excited over the
discovery of gold in the Klondike re-
glon. We have more gold in Bolivia
than they have in Klondike, and you
don't have to freeze or starve to death
in our country. There is not a stream
in all Bolivia where gold cannot be
washed out. With modern machinery
there are vast quantities of the precious
metal to be had. It is to Interest capi-
tallsts here in our gold possibilities
that I came. One of the greatest op-
portunities Bolivia offers to men of
small means is the development of the
rubber and cocoa industry. Many come
among us to mine gold, and when they
see the chances offerad by the rubber
fields they never go near the mines,
but at once engage In the rubber busi-
ness. Since the passage of our recent
laws, any person can stake out a grove
of rubber trees and it belongs to him.”
The new minister Is a young man,
having been born in Farija some for-
ty-three years ago, ile was brought
up and educated at SBucre, the capital
of Bollvia, and recelved from the
university there, of whose fuculty he
is now a member, the degree of doctor
of laws. But Mr, Paz was not destined
to spend much time in the practice of
his profession, as al an age when most
young men are still in the classroom,
he entered politics and soon rose to be
& power in the state. For & number
of terms he served as member of the
lower house of the Bollvian parliament
and in the cabinet of Mr, Alonzo's pred-
coensor he held at frst the portfolio
of interiar, and later was made minis-
ter of war. Mr, Faz s & typleal Span-
iard in appearance, and is possessed of
a foareeful personality. When he speaks
it Is 1o convinee his hearers. PFor the

institutions of the United Blates and
for its people he expresses the warm- |
est admiration, an sdmiration lnrodl
by the young sud brilliant president of
Bolivia, who has only recently been |
