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THE BANK SWINDLER.

EXAMINED AND BOUND OVER
FOR TRIAL.

He Will Have to Anawer for Forgery, for
COttering Forged Paper and for At-
tempting to Obtaln Money Under False
Pretenses—A Clover Swindler snd =
Man With an Tuteresting History.

Henry Under Arrest.

Henry, the bank swindler, had his
preliminary hearing this morning be-
fore the county court, says a York dis-
patch to the Omaha Bee. He waived
examination and was bound over to
the next term of district court, His
bond was fixed at $1,000, In the
charges filled against him there are
three counts, alleging him to be gullty
of forgery, uttering forged paper and
Wttempting to obtaln money under
false pretenses,

Henry has an interesting history.
His clever swindle at York, where he
obtained $460 on a forged draft from
the First National bank, was but one
of many operations of the same char-
acter which he has carried on in dif-
ferent parts of the country, His wap-
ture rids the bankers of the United
States of the last of the systematic
swindlers and forgers that have been
operating In the past decade upon
banking institutions. The National
Bankers' assoclation, under whose di-
rection the matter was put into the
hands of the Pinkerton's, feels elated
over his capture, The officials of the
York bank have been very aggresglve
in pushing the matter, They, In con-
nection with the bankers’ association
and the detectives, have spared no
pains or expense.

On last Saturday Assistant Buperin-
tendent Erel of the Pinkerton agency,
who had been detalled for (his case,
wired the York bank that the man
had been traced to Hampton, 11L, a

It has been learned that Henry has
operated In the lagt two years under
assumed names upon banks in Den-
ver, 8San*Antonfo, Tex., Atlantie, Ia,,
Aberdeen, 8, D, and also in Burling-
ton, la. His game in general was the
same as he worked here, the depbsit-
ing of a forged draft and the with-
drawal in a day or two of part of the
deposit. Henry ls a good talker and
of meek, Inoffensive demeanor, He was
dark halr and eyes, and when in York
last March was smooth shaven. He
now wears a moustache, The forger
has apepared under the names of P.
A, Bulllvan, K. A, Collins, Charles A.
Adams and W. 8, Sweeney and others,

In 1880 Henry was arrested for for-
gery in his home county and received
a sentence of three years In the peni-
tentiary, He ate soap to look ema-
clated and got a pardon in the course
of six months on the gronnds that he
was dying of consumption, Eight years
ngn he was agaln arrested and taken
to Ohio on the same charge. He gue-
ceeded in making a gettlement in th's
case, but while in enstody at Colum-
bug his photograph wes secured, which
hae alded materially in the last ‘cap-
ture,

Henry is o man of high soclal rank
fn Hampton, He hag lived there all his
life, 18 active In the affairs of the town
and county, occupying the offices of
justice of the peace, town clerk and
having recently received and declined
the appointment of postmaster. He is
algo a prominent candidate for a posi-
tion in the state insane asylum near
Hampton.

Chieonry Facrtory Starts,

The American Chicory companuy has
sgtarted its plant at Fremont, Durieg
the summer some improvements have
been made In the machinery and every-
thing placed in good shape, The to-
tal amount of chicory "weets dried at
Fremont this year will be considerably
lesg than last season, the management
estimating it at only 5,000 tons. The
vield per acre 1s smaller than last yeir,
which was an exceptionally favorable
geason for raislng chicory, but will Le
large enough to make the crop a profit-
able one to the farmer. The company
has recently shipped a large quantity
of the dry root to Omaha to be pre-
pared for the market, The demand for
chicory Is Improving and many new
customers are being added to the com-
pany's list. As it is not practicable for
the factory to shut down during the
geason, two full ecrews are employed of
about fifteen men each. The factory
will probably be in operation about
eighty days this season,
