N0 SENATOR AN YET

Nebraska Assembly Unable to
Make Choice.

VOTE TAKEN FROM DAY TO DAY.

Both Houses Grinding Awnay Quite Stead-
fly—Bat Few Measures Outside the Ap~
propriation BIll Vassed—Nature of
Some of the Bills Introduced.

Sennte.

In the senate on the 30th no busl-
negs was trangacted until the order
of notlices and introduction of bills
was reached, which brought forth
quite a grist of new bhills—senate flles
224 to 233, Inclusive, which were read
for the first time by the secretary.

The senate then adjourned to the
joint conventlon, and returning thence
took a recess until 3 o'clock,

The senate resgolved itself imto a
committee of the whole for the con-
glderation of bills on the general file,
Benator Currie in the chalr.

Senate flle No. 41, Senator Currie's
free high school bill, was considered.
It openg all high schools deemed
properly equipped by the state su-
perintendent to the free attendance
of pupils reslding outside of the high
gchool district whose education cannot
be further carried in thelr own dis-
tricts, The county board shall allow
the high school district 76 cents per
week for each such pupil in attend-
ance, Section 3 of subdivision 6, 2 and
7 of subdivision 14 and 2 of subdivis-
fon 17 are amended so as to conform
with the provisions of the bill.
Benator Currie called Senator Prout
to the chair while he explained the
provisions of the act. ere wus
gome objection to section 4, providing
that the expenses Incurred by the act
be pald from the general levy in each
county, and allowing the county board
the option of levying a tax not ex-
ceeding 1 mill to meet such expenses,
Benator Farrell belleved that each
upil from outside the district should
e required to pay his own expenses,
Senator Currie In reply explained
that every boy and girl In Nebras-
ka, regardless of place of residence,
should have full and free high school
privileges. This, he belleved, was de-
manded by the school people and the
publiec sentiment of the state. The
genator made an eloquent plea for the |
young people of the state, poor, remote
from high schools, and struggling
against adverse circumstances,

Senator Farrell realized that he was
opposing a popular measure, but he-
lieved in go dolng he was but perform-
ing his simple duty. The bill, he
thought, was an unfalr one, and one
tending to complicate the educational
interests with the general interests
of each county. He announced himself
as willing and ready to do everything
possible to aid deserving young men
and women to secure an education. He
objected golely to the ?mvlslonl of
the bill regarding the defraying of ex-
penses incurred.

Senator Van Dusen moved to amend
the disputed section by making the
expenses incurred payable by the coun-
ty board from the general fund instead
of from the general levy. The sena-
tor believed that $3 a month for tul-
tion is often a discouraging expense
to & young man desirious of a high
school education. He favored extend- |
ing a helping hand to every young
man anxious to secure an education.
Sanator Van Dusen’s amendment

fcompi]en the 1aw relating to llmita-
tiong for civil actions.

Reverting to the reports of commit-
tees, the raport of the committee on
municipal afairs recommending In-
definite postponement of senate flle
No. 20 and the passage of a substi-
tute therefor, prepared by the commit-
tee, was received and adopted.

—

Committee reports occupled the
senate's attention on the morning of
the 1st. The committee on miscellan-
eous subjects reported 8. F. 46, to
amend the game law to pass with
amendments: 8. F. 60, to pass, it be-
ing the law providing a Board of En-
balmers. The report was adopted. 8.
F. 77, to repeal section one. chapter
i, of the Complled Statutes, relating
to live stock, was indefinitely post.
poned, B, ¥, 90 was placed on gener-
al file and 8, F. 6 recommended to pass
with amendments, by the finance om-
mittee,

Mr, Schaal of Sarpy presented the
following:

“Resolved, That it is the sense of
the senate of the state of Nebraska
that United States senators should be
elected by a direct vote of the people.”

He moved a suspension of the rules
for immediate action, His motion was
lost.

Bills on third reading were passed
as follows: 8. 1. 72, by Talbot of Lan-
caster, abolishing fees for registers In
chancery, on obsolete section; 8. F.
67, by Prout of Gage, one of the
Wheeler curative acts; 8, F. 66, by
Prout of Gage; 8. F, 656, by Prout of
Gage; B. . 68, by Talbot of Lancaster;
8. F. 70, by Talbot of Lancaster. All
are curative acts,

The senate had a long and uninter-
esting discussion as to the effect of
adopting committee reports offering
amendments to bills. The president
finally made a ruling that the adoption
of the committee report will not finally
carry amendments recommended, but
they will have to be acted upon by the
committes of the whole.

The educational committee recom-
mended amendments for 8. F. 36, to
provide school lbraries, the bill to
pass as amended, Its report was
adopted,

Five new bills were introduced. 8.
F. 7 was placed upon its third redding.
Knepper of Butler introduced 8. F.
7 to abolish county agricultural soel-
eties and county aid therefor. The
senate udopted a substitute, however,
leaving the present law in force with
an amendment that leaves it optional
with eaca county board whether ald
shall be given or not. The substitute
passed by a vote of eighteen to nine.

The senate then went into commit-
tee of the whole with Noyes of Doug-
las in the chair. B. F. 16, by Prout
of Gage, was the first bill for discus-
slon., The bill provides for the pay-
ment of costs in misdemeanor cases
by the county upon the approvalof
the county attorneys and is as follows:

“Section 1. That section 5356 of
chapter of the Criminal Code of the
State of Nebraska be amended so as
to read as follows: Section 535. That
no costs shall be pald from the county
treasury in any case of prosecution
for a misdemeanor, or for surety to
keep the peace, unlegs prior to the is-
suing of the warrant in such case, the
county attorney of the county in which
such action {8 brought shall have ax-
amined into such complaint and shall
endorse thereon his approval of the
same. In all such cases costs shall
be allowed by the county commigsion-
ers the same as in cases of felony
tried in the district court.”

Senator Noyes moved a reconsldera-
tion of the vote yesterday adopting the
committes of the whole report on sen-
ate file No. 41. The motion prevalled.
Senator Currle then moved that the re-
port of the committes of the whole on
senate file No. 41 be amended to read
that the commitiee report progress
and ask leave to sit again. The bill
in question is Senator Currie's free
high school bill.

Your commlittee to Investigate the
allegations concerning the postoffice
of the house reports as follows:

That the letter was written by one
member to his own wife, but was
through error and good intention di-
rected to the wife of another by gsome
person connected with the postoffice
of the house and not by the writer nor
the husband of the reciplent; that the
lady who recelved it knew It was not
written by her husband nor to her,
but was intended by some other man
than her husband and for the wife of
the writer;

That this should be a warning to all
persons who are supposed to be con-
nected with the directing of this let-
ter to the wrong person not to do it
again and is also intended to compli-
ment the sound sense of the lady who
received the letter not intended for

her.

H. R. 150, one of the bills killed,
was the bill providing a penalty for
failure to vote at general elections.
H. R, 144 was a blll making cities ot
10,000 inhabitants cities of the first
class. H. R. 145 designated cities he-
tween 05,000 and in 10,000 inhabitants
to be citles of the second class.

On third reading H. R, 36, the Gros-
venor Inheritance tax bill, was taken
up and passed by a vote of 62 to 28.

House roll 114, amending the act
relating to the appointment of su-
preme court commissloners, was pas-
sed with an emergency clause. It la
as follows:

Section 1—That section 8 of an act
entitled “An act authorizing the ap-
pointment of supreme court commis-
sloners and defining thelr dutles,” ap-
proved March 9, 1893, as sald section
was amended by an act entitled “An
act authorizing the appointment of su-
reme court commissioners and defin-

Ing their duties,"” approved March 9,

1803, and to repeal sald orlginal see-
tion, approved March 12, 1885, be and
the same 18 hereby amended so as to
read as follows: "“Seection 3—~The sald
commissloners shall hold ofMce for the
period of three vears from and after
their appointment, duilug which time
they shall pot engage In the practice
of law. They shall each recelve a sal-
ary equal to the salary of a judge of
the supreme eourt payahle at the same
time and In the same manner as salar-
foa of the judges of the su reme conet
are pald. Helore entering upon the
dmcharge of thelr duties they shall
each take onth provided for In section
1 of article xiv. of the constitution
of the state All vaeancies In this
commission shall be flled in like man-
ner as the arigina! appointment. Pro-
vided, That upon the explration of the
terma of sald commissioners as hore-
inbefore provided and at the end of
sach pertiod of three years therealfter
the sald supreme court shall sppoint
three persons having the same quall.

!hm yoars, whose duties and salar

fes shall be the same as those of thg
commlissioners originally ap olnted.

Pollard of Cass moved that H. R.
187, the revenue bill, be made a special
order for next Monday afternoon. Mr.
Pollard exclalmed that the bill had
been recommended for passage and
was ready to be disposed of. After
discussion It was moved that the spe-
cial order for 137 be made for one
week from Monday. This amendment
was adopted by a vote of 68 to 20.

A resolution inviting W. J. Bryan to
address the house on the subject of
the election of senators by a direct
vote of the people was tabled by a
vote of 43 to 41.

The joint vote for United States sen-
ator resulted as follows: Allen 58,
Hayward 35, Webster 10, Thompson
8, Fleld 4, Weston 4, Reese 3, Foss 3,
Hinshaw 1, Van Dusen 1, Lambert-
son 1, Adams 1, Cornish 1.

The resolution oftered by Swan of
Nemaha regarding the Omaha &xpo-
#ition, came up the firgt thing in the
house on the 2d, and on motion of
Olmstead of Douglas the resolution
was indefinitely postponed withont
opposition. Previous to the vote be-
ing put Mr. Olmstead made a brief talk
in support of his motion.

8. F. 81, by Owens of Dawson, to
make the law governing cities of the
gsecond class uniform by providing in
all sections for the government of cit-
les from 5,000 to 10000 inhablitants
by its provisions, was rccommendad
for passage.

8. F. 68, by Talbot of Lancaster, one
of the curative acts, was recommended
for passage.

8. F. 45, Introduced by Alexander of
Adams, provides that Individuals
ghall be jolned with municipalities as
defendants in personal imjury auits,
the former being owners cl the real
estate in front of which the accident
occurred, Crow of Doueglas moved
that the bill be indefinitely postponed,
owing to the difficulties in carrying
out the provisions of the bill, The mo-
tion prevailed and the bill was killed,

After recess the sgergeant at arms
brought Judge Skipton of Fillmore be-
fore the bar of the house to anawer
the contempt charge. Skipton an-
nounced that he had brought in the
ballots wanted by the electlon commit-
tee and had turned them over to that
commlittee, On motion of Fisher of
Dawes the prisoner was declared
purged of the charge of contempt end
was released.

Bllls were Introduced as follows*

To authorize the board of publie
lands and buildings to purchase a tract
of land not exceeding forty acres for
gardening purposes for the Norfolk
insane asylum and appropriating $4,-
600 therefor.,

To amend gection 7, chapter xxvi.
of the Complled Statutes of 1897. Re-
duces number of justices of the peace
from three to two.

To amend section 2 of chapter 1 of
the statutes of 1857. Amendment pro-
vides that liquor notices be published
“in a newspaper In said connty,” leav-
ing out the provision that it must be
paper of largest cireulation.

To amend section 592 of the Code
of Civil Procedure, Amendment plac-
es limitatlon of proceedings to vacate
or modify judgments at six months in-
stead of one year.

In the house on the 34 standing com-
mittees reported H. R. 183, 101, 4, 190,
158 and 206 and 8. F. 29 for general
file and reported 120, 152, 1%0, 73 and
176 for indefinite postponement. All
these reports were adopted, although
there was a fight to have 120 and 152
placed on general file. H, R. 120 was
to provide for the survey of a north
and south railroad under the direction
of the governor at a cost of §12,000,
and 152 was a bill compelling railroad
companies to build fences, H. R. 89,
repealing the wolf bounty act, was re-
committed,

Elwood of Antelope offered the fol-
lowing resolution:

Whereas, he opinion as expressed by
this house that United States senators
should be elected by a direct vote of
the people; therefore, be it

Resolved, That we hereby request
our senators and representatives in
congress to procure as soon as possible
the submission of an amendment to the
constitution of the United States for
ratification, providing for the election
of United States senators by direct
vote of the people, be it further,

Resolved, That a copy of these reso-
lutions be sent to each of our senators
and representatives in congress,

Jansgen of Jefferson moved to table
the resolution, which was defeated by
a vote of G0 to 19, and the resolution
was adopted.

Evans of Adams offered the follow-
ing resolution :

Whereas, The government of the
United States and the government of
Spain have, after long and careful ne-
@otlations, agreed upon a treaty of
peace and the terms of that trealy are,
in all Its substantinl features, in ac-
cord with the terms proposed by the
United States; and,

Whereas, A fallure to ratify the

treaty by the senate of the United
States would place une government of
the United States in a ridiculous posi-
tlon before the world In falling to
ratify what It had tgelf propoged; and,

Whereas, The ratification of the
treaty In no manner commits this govs
ernment to the so-called policy of ex-
pansalon or imperialism, but simply
puts an end to the war, and permi.d
the nation to wssume and perform the
dutles lmposed upon it by the results
of the Svanish-Ameriean war; theres
fore

Resolved, That the house of repre
sentatives of Nebraska hereby respect-
fully requests Senators Allen and
Thursion to vote for the ratification
of sald treaty of peace,

The resolution was adopted

H. R. 118, by Sturgess, to require the
auditor of publie accounts to annually
ascertaln sluking fund, Interest pe-
crusid and o serue upon all bonds reg-
istered In his ofMee and report (o the
county clerk of same counly, was
resnimmended to pass.
