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SUME BILLS ARE PANSED

Many New Ones Yet
Introduced,

A DISPOSITION TO RUSH WORK.

Being

Legislators Anxious to Have Something
to Show for Thelr Time—Batarday
Besslons Will Frevall—The Heuatorial
Election Still Hangs Fire.

Benate,

When the senate convened on the
4th the roll eall showed the following
senators absent: Knepper of HButler,
Howard of Hamlilton, Farrell of Mer-
rick and Allen of Furnas. BSaenator
Howard has a standing excuse owing
to the iliness of his son and Senator
Knepper was excused by the senate
L alday.

After dispensing with the reading
of the journal, Chalrman Fowler of
the committee on municinal affairs
recommended 8, F. 133, 120 and 127
for passage, No other committea re-
ports were furnished. Beveral ollls
on third reading were placed uFon
thelr final pnesage and passed with
out opposition, as all were measures
over which there was no contest. The
st of bLills passed consists of 8, F,
86, 62, 81, 62, 24, 31, 68 and B5.

After the passago of the bills Bchaal
of S8arpy moved that when the senate
adfourn It adjourn to meet at 11
o'clock Tuesday. His motion was
seconded by Canaday, but Van Dusen
of Douglns was on hls feet at once
to offer an amendment making it 11
o'clock Monday.

In explanation of his amendmept
Senator Van Dusen sald he thought
the senators were here to do busineus
and he favored staying In the harness
At work, especinlly as there were now
on general file thirty-six bills to be
consldered and dlsposed of. In reply,
Senator Schanl sald experience had
taught that it was abeolute waste of
time to hold both Saturday and Mon-
day sesslons and that either the Sat-
urday or the Monday sesglon ought to
be omitted as members wanted to run
home over Sunday and many of them
were absent on these days if the sen-
ate remained In session,

After the joint sesslon the parley-
ing on adjournment was resumed.
Currle of Custer moved that the sen-
ate take a recess till 2:30 o'cloek.
Achaal of Sarpy offered an amendmen:
that the senate adjourn. Roll call was
demanded on the amendment, It re-
ceived 13 ayes and 14 nays. Talbot of
Lancaster tried to huave hnis vote
changed from nay to aye after the re-
sult was announced,' hut was rnled
ont of order. Roll eall on the motion
to take a recess till 2:30, however, on-
ly recelved elght afMirmative votes to
gaventeen against, many senators re-
verging thelr former vote, and it car-
ried, upon which the senate adjourned
till 11 o'clock Monday.

A number of new bllls were introe
duced and passed to a first reading.

HSenate flles Nos. 260 to 263, inclusive,
were read for the second time and all
referred to the commitiee on revenue,

Benator S8pohn moved that in view
of the pnewsg from Manila the senate
nag be wisplayed at halr mast for the
day. The motion was unanimously
carried,

Senate file No, 90, by S8enator Noyes,
providing that in school districts hav-
ing four or less children of school age
the levy for school taxes shall not ex-
ceed $400 per year, nor the sum of $50
for each child in addition to four, was
passed unanimously,

Senate file No. 60, by Senator Talbot
providing for the appointment of a
poard of embalming by the state
board of health. No person may prac-
tice the profession of embalming un-
less he has recelvea a certificate from
the board, for which he shall pay $10.
The certificate will be renewed yearly
on an annual payment of $2. The bill
was defeated by a vote of 13 yeas to
156 nays.

Senate flle No, 56, by Senator Talbot,
a curative act regarding security for
the payment of allmony, was recom-
mended for passage,

Senate flle No, 69, by Senator Prout,
a curative act validifying sections 1
and 4 of chapter 67 of the compiled
statutes, was recommended for pas-
sage. The sectlons named relate to
the support of paupers by relatives,
and the duties of justices as overseers
of the poor,

Senate flile No. 79, by Senator Owens,
to amend section 27a of chapter 32 of
the compiled statutes, was recoms
mended for passage. It is a curative
act and relates to fraund in contracts
for saie of rallroad property.

Senate file No. 71, by Senator Tal-
bot, a curative act, was recommendad
for passage. [t relates to the plowing
up of publlie highways by road over-
Avers as a protection agalnst prairie
fires.

Senate file No, 44, by Senator Miller,
punishing cattle stealing by imprison-
men! in the penltentiary for from one
to ten years, was recommended for
passage. It is curative of section 117a
of the eriminal code

Senate file No. 18, by Senator Miller,
A curative act regarding appralsing of
damages done by the opening of puble
roads, was recommended for passage

Senate file No. 43, by Benator Miller,
allowing to commissioners appointed
to examine expediency of opening pro-
posed roads a salary of §2 a day and
5 conts mileage, was recommended for
Paseage

The committes arose and reported,
The report was admitied. The senate
adjourned.

In erecting windmills and digging
wells. Mr. Prout explained that under
the present law as It has been Inter-
preted the many men who make a llv-
ing putting up windmlills and digging
wells have no security for payment
for labor performed and materials fur-
nished,

Miller of Buffalo said he was op-
posed to adding this lien to the already
long llat of liens authorized by law.
Companles wonld have an equal right
to be secured In the same manner,

Hannibal of Howard was In favor of
giving laboring men every chance to
get just pay for thelr work., Fe
thought corporations and companies
furnishing machinery 14 not need
particularly to be protected further
than they already were,

After an unsuceessful attempt to In-
definitely postpone the bill it was rec-
ommended for passage.

B, I, 38, by O'Nelll, to amend the law
providing for the appointment of judg-
o8 and clerks of election by the connty
Judge, was taken up,

Fowler of Fillmore moved to amend
80 a8 to provide that In tke case of
small cities and villages the julges
and clerks must be appointed, from
within the limits of the village, voting
precinets often belng much larger than
the munielpality. The amendment was
adopted,

The bill was amended by the com-
mittee on privileges and electlons to
allow county judges thirty-five cents
for making and recording each ap-
polntment, It further provided that all
such claims now on file in the several
counties be pald. On motion of Sen-
ator Currie the clause referring to
back claims was stricken out.

Senator Newell of Cass thought that
35 cents was sufficient fee for both the
appointment and recording, and his
amendment to that effect was adopted.

It was moved and agreed to that
the bill be reported back to the eom-
mittee on privileges and elections.

The committee arose and its report
was adopted,

In the senate on the Sth the follow-
Ing bills were read for the third time
and put upon their passaga:

Senate file No. 79, curative, amend-
ing section 27a, chapter 32, of the com-
plled statutes, relating to fraudulent
conveyances of rallroad property, Tha
bill was passed.

Senate file No, 43, allowing a salary
of §2 per day to commissioner appolnt-
ed to examine Into expediency of open-
ing or altering a public highway, The
bill was passed.

Senate file No, 13, appraisers of dam-
ages done by opening of roads to re-
celve $2 dally and must be freeholders.
They must flle their report within
twenty days from time of appointmeant,
The blll was passed,

Senate file No. 69, providing in what
cases paupers must be supported hy
their relatives and making justices of
the peace overseers of the poor; cura-
tive. The bill was "

Senate flle No. 41, S8snator Currie’s
free high echool bill. Under its pro-
visions high schools are opened to
pupils residing without the district in
their own districts. For each non-
resident pupll attending the high
school 18 to receive 76 cents weekly
from the county fund. The state Bu-
perintendent shall each year designate
all high schools that he considers
sufficiently well equipped to meet the
requirements of the act. The bill was
passed, there being no negative votes,

Senate file No. 66, curative, providing
that security may be required for pay-
ment of alimony. In default of secur-
ity being given real and personal prop-
erty of the husband may be sold, as
upon execution, for payment of sum
due on decree and court may appoint
& recelver of his estate to hold rents,
interests and profits as security for
payment of future installments, 7The
bill was passed.

Senator Van Dusen's resolution, di-
recting the secretary to keep close
count of the number of days in excess
of three that bills were held by the
printer, in order that the printer might
be fined the sum of $25 per day for each
day in excess of three that bills were
held, was passed.

At the alternoon session senate file
No. 44, to provide suitable punishment
for cattle stealing was passed. This
is one of the curative plus.

Senate file No. 109, reducing the
minimum dog tax from $3 to $1 in vi)-
lages and cities of the secoud class,
wis passsed, -‘#

Senate file No. 71, a curative act,
requiring road overseers to have four
furrows plowed on each side of public
highways during June and July, as a
preventive of prairie fires, was do-
feated. The bill provides that the fur-
rows on each side must be plowed at
least two rods from the center of the
road. It was objected by Senator Al-
exander that this would bring the fur-
rows Into the furmers' corn flelds, The
objection was suflicient to defeat the
bill, but four votes being cast In |
favor.

The committee on rallroads recom-
mended that senate file No, 200 be 1n-
definitely postponed. This bill provid-
ed that bleyeles be carried as bagsaga
Sepator Van Dusen moved to amend
the report by placing the bill on gen-
eral file, so It could be debated in
comnitiee of the whole, In most states

Van Dusen of Douglas feared county
and municipal bonds would not find
ready sale at so low a rate as b per
cent, Senator Talbot sald that bonds
would easlly find a market at 6 per
cent with the enormous amount of
money In this country now secking in-
vestment. The bill was recommend-
ed to pass,

8. F. 20 was agaln taken up, It Is
the bill of Senator Holbrook relating
to the refunding of the bonds of ecltles
of the second class at a lower rate nf
interest. The substitute offered by the
municipal committee was considered,
The object of the bill Is to make the
legality of bond issues more easily dis-
cernible. ‘1he substitute was recom-
mended for passage,

8. F, 82, by Owens of Dawson, a “cu-
rative” measure, was recommended
for passage and the committee arose.

fectually bar such interest. H. R. 149,
by Cawthra, provided for the abolish-
ment of the office of county attorney.
H. R, 212 by Crockett, allowed nonres-
fdent litigants to give guaranty bond
a8 security for costs. H. R. 138, by
Lane, was intended to make changes
in the wording of sections 26 and 27,
chapter xvl, of the statutes. H, R. 129,
by Harkson, provided an amendment to
section 93 of chapter xxv of the stat-
uteg, which required railroad compan-
les, In case of consolldation of two or
more lines, to keep both lines in good
running order and operation.

8. F. 67, by Prout, was recommended
to the general flle.

On third reading H. R. 170, the Zel-
lers bill, providing for a State Board
of Examiners of Enbalming, was
passed by a vote of 668 to 28. The bill
provides for a board consls..ng of three
members, to be appointed by the State
Board of Health.

H. R., by Weaver, to define the com-
pensation of recelvers, was passed. The
bill provides that In cases of protec-
tion of property pending litigation
they may be awarded a salary or lump
sum and that receivers appointed to
wind up the affalrs of a debtor or cor-
poration reducing assets to cash and
distributing same mav be awarded a
percentage of the cash recelved and
properly accounted for.
