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CLEAR CASE OF FRAUD.

S0 Says the Following Report of the
Henatorinl Investigating Committes,

The presmble to the report of the
committee appointed by the late leg-
isluture to investigate the state offi
cers cites the governor to the resolu
tions as passed by the senate from
which they received their autaority,
also to the resolutions as passed by
both housesallowing the committee
$2,000 for their expense, which reso-
lution was promptly veloed by the
governor, therefore necessitatiog their
proceeding at their own expense.
Also tu the fact that the state officers
bad refused to allow them & room in
the capiwal to conduct the investiga-
tien in, therefore compelling them to
procure a room at the Lineoln hotel,
slthough there was a numder of va-
vant rooms at the state house, and
that, although they were clothed
with the authority to subpeona pr-
vate and pubiic men necessary to
facilitate the investigation, the state
officers bud refused to appear and
give eyidence, but had cootinually
sought to bamper the committee to
the greatest extent possible. Tne
report is s fallows:

Ballot Frauds,
The attention of the members of

the committee haviog been called by
gitizens of York county to alleged
frapds ipthe recount of ballots cast

on the geoustitutieng! amendments
submitled to the electors of thisstate
at the geveral election held in Nov-
ember, 1898, it was decided to first
take up this subject for investiga
tion. We baving been given infor-
mation that testimony would be of
fered showing frand iu the reecount
ing of the balluts upoo these smend.
ments, both by the recount ¢ommis
sion appointed by ex-Governor3ilas
A. Holeomb, under authority given
by bouse roll No. b, passed by the
legislature at its twenty-fifth session,
und u]so by the legisiative commis.
sivu, coucluded thut since the first
reconpl  gommission bad bheen ap-
puinted by Governor Holcomb, and
since Becretary of Staty Porter was,
by the terms of said a¢t mude ex-
offivio & wember of the commssion,
was proper, befure taking any tes-
timony wilk reference to such re-
count, that wotice should be given
them. Accordingly an oral notice
wus given to Mr, Porter of the time
snd plage when the meetings of the
com:mittee would be held, and a writ.

ten uolice wus served upon Mr. Hol-
comb W Lhe same effect, a copy of
which notice so served upon Gover
nur Holeomb is attached to and filed
with the trapscript of all the testi-
mony offered doring the invesliga-
Hon,

At the first sitting of the commit-
lee, a number of citizens of York
county sppeared, were sworn, and
testified with reference to the chang-
ing of bailote, avd shereby the chang-
ing of the results of the expressed
will ot the electors of that county,

It appears that in pursuance to the
iustructions of the secretary of state
iven by virtue of house roll No. b,
the vounty clerk of York county for
warded by express the ballots and
poll buuks of the election referred Lo
iu said bill to the secretary of state,
which ballots were afterwards count-
ed by said recount commission,

Edmisten's Vault,

The evideuee diseloses that on the
night prior o the ¢ommencement of
such recount James H, Kdmisten,
statle oil luspegtor, Geo, W. Blake,
member of the recount commissicn
sppointed by the goversor; Kdward
L. Simoun, an assistaul 1o the com

mission, and oue or two others whose
names the commitiee were unable
to procure, wet at the uilice of the oil
inspector, sud after having darkened
the windows, that light might oot be
secn from the ouside, Mr, Edmisten
weual to the oifive of the secretary of
slate, where all ballots bad been de
posiied upos their reeeipt from the
various vounly elerks, sad soon re
turaed  with & packsge of ballulg
which were taken into & vault o the
office that was wsed by the parties
Aler the ballats were opened the

This was done, as the evidence
both by witnessvs sud Lhe lespeciion
ul the Sallote discloses, bhalluls mark
el By & vross wt the Wwp where the
voler by Goe gross could express his
optaion fur o sgainst all the amesd
weuls and which bad beon volud
“No' were changed by placieg »
cross alter e word “Yea' sl lhe
top of the ballote, and another crom

after the word “Yes'' opposite the
ammendment to increase the number
of judges of the supreme coart and
the two “Yeses"' was marked under a
rule which it nppears had been sdopt-
ed by the recount commission over-
came the one “*No,"" and the ballot
instead of being a negalive ballot as
it wae when cast by the electors, be-
came an affirmative ballot in favor of
the amendment,

Forged signatures,

It further nppesrs from the evi-
dence that unused ballots which were
enclosed in the envelope by the
judges and clerks of election when
they were returned t) the eounty
clerk, some of which had been en-
dorsed on the back by the judges
and some of which bad no such in,
dorsement, were filled out and count-
ed for the amendment. In one in-
stance in McFadden precinet in the
county of York, witoesses were
brought before the committee who
testified that the signatures of the
judges on the baek of the ballots had
been forged. In persuing this meth.
od of changiog the will of the elec-
tors it appears that for four nights
the witness SBimon, carried the pack-
ages of ballots from the office of the
secretary of state, obtaining entrance
thereto by giviog a secret rap under-
stood by Mr. Kelsey, tbe janitor
who was in eharge, the rap consist
ing of three distinct knocks, were
taken by Simon down through the
basement and up through a trap
door into the room where the ballots
were being changed.

The evidence discloses that in Me-
Fadden precinct in the county of
York the judges and clerks of elec-
$ion returned 52 votes in favor of the
amendment, an 71 voles against the
smeudwent., The envelopes con-
tainjng the ballots from that precioct
opon an ipspection by the committee
was found to contain 202 ballots and
an examioation of them by a witness
who testified before the committee
disclosed that there were 134 of
these hallote marked yes aud 34 no;
that 44 ballots that bad been (:ln.ug
¢d in the manne: described by using
a cross after the yes at the top and
the yes opposite the amendment to
incresse the judges and thereby over
coming uoder the rule of the com-
mission the negative no.

In the city of York, and in the
first ward the poll books that were
identified by the judges who presi-
ded atthis electiou show that 103
votes were cast in favor of the a-
mendment, and 28 votes against
it. The packages containing the bal-
lots from tuis ward upon being open-
ed was found therein 199. Of these
were 154 marked in favor of the
amendment, und only 8 against aod
there were 27 of the ballots that were
marked in this peculiar manver of
two yeses to overcome the one no.

Changes Disoovered,

In the Second ward of the same
city as shown by the poll books and
as testified to be the judges of that
election, 1t appears that 124 votes
were cast for the amendment and §0
against it. The package containing
the ballots when opened showed 156
veses and 28 noes, Ln the 3rd ward of
the same city the poll bocks identi-
fied by the judges of eleciion con.
tained a record ot 94 votes for the
amendment and 31 agaiost it. The
ballots when counted showed 1238
votes for the amendment saud none
agaiust. Fourth ward of the same
city the poll books identified by the
judges of this election showed 114
voles for the amendment, and 25
aguinst it.  The package containing
the ballots cast at the election had
therein 175; of these 1445 were for

amendment 14 against and 2 blank
with 10 ballots marked with double
X's w8 previously described, the ob
ject bewng under tae rule to count
the batlots for the amendment and
to overcome s X opposite the no,
by two X's opposite the word yes,
lrrespective of the oral testimony
given by the witness Simon who de-
scribes Lthe mavper of the markiog
sind method pursued by the men en
gaged in this fraud the ballows them-
welves upon an inspection vlearly
and  conviumvely showed  that
they have boen changed, Taking
the figures above given, it is plain
that in this one precinet in York
gounty, sud ln four wards of e
oity of York, the number of voles
recorded by the commission in favor
of e amencdment was largely (o

manner of rewunlmg the hullul‘! un-
der the second commission which
discloses that the ballots were count
¢d more than once, and were also
counted forthe amendments whether
the will of the voter as expressed
was for or against the same. The
refusal npon the part of the officials
of this state to appear before the
commitiee to testify or to give any
information in their possession, has
made our task most difficult. These
changes bave been made; they have
been sworn to by witnesses at  meet-
ings of the eommitiee which were
open to the public, and were of such
a grave character as to refleet upon
the honor and integrity of the men
who are ssid 1o bhave been  engaged
in this vefarious ciim-. Yet, not
withstauding this, these men have
refused to appear and give their ev-
idence. The committee finds from
the testimony that the first recount
commission appoivted by Governor
Holeomb held its session bebind
closed dcors; the public was not per-
mitled to be present, and their
work was stopped by an injunction
from the court; and therefore that
which they might have done had
they been permitted to continue, we
are not able to ascertain,
Mr Rediund Testifins.

1t is shown by the evidence that
this methed of re-marking the bal-
lots was pursued by the commission
in twenty-one counties of the state,
and one witness, Mr. Hediund, who
was a member of the commission,
testifies that the vote in Hall county
a8 made out by the eommission was
2,424 saffirmative votes, being about
800 more than the vote as returned
by the judges and clerks of election
in that county in favor of the amend-
ments, ‘There was testimony offered
before the committee to the effect that
a meeting bad been held at the home of
Governor Holcomb prior to the corven-
ing of the legislature of 1897 at which
4 Lill authorizing the appolntment of
this recount commission was passed;
that oflicers who held thelr appointment
from him a8 governor were not only
cognizant of, hut some of them partici-
pated in this recouni.  That the private
secretary of the governor knew that
ghanges of these ballots were being
mads, These public officers who by the
sworn teetimony of witnesses, were
churged with being aware of the re-
marking of thess ballots were request-
ed to a‘fpear defore the committee, but
refuced; ex gevernor Holcomb, howevor
seut a wgued statement in which he de-
nies in toto ull charges made., Before,
however, this communication was sent
by him to the committee he had been
notified that notestimony had been eor
would be received by us except from
witnesses who were under oath, and
who submitted to such exumination as

the committee might desire to make or
direct to be made.

Benton Maret, the governor's private
secretary, sent to the committee, or left
at the Lincoln hotel for the comwmittee,
a letter enclosing an afidavid denying
bis connection with this matter. ‘The
letter was dated on the 1Tth day of July’
and he stated that, not having fovnd the
committee jn sesslon he was upable to
appear before them. The facts are, and
the record submitted herewith shows
that on the 17th and 18th days of July
the committee was iu session at the Lin-
coln hotel; that on the 19th it was in the
city orYorc and thut on the 20th day
of « llulyu was again in session at Lin-
coln

CORROBORATIVE EVIDENCEK.

We are aware that the witness Simon,
baving confessed that he was & party to
this crime, stands in the light of a
witness whose testimouy should be re-
ceiyed with caution, but the insyection,
a8 hereinbufore stated, of the ballots or
change that had been made in them
from the condition in which they were
when counted by the judges and clerks
of election, and the testimony of 1he
county clerk ot York county und bis
deputy to the eflect that these ballots
were never opened while 1n his custody,
bas led the commitiee ta the ynaltera-
ble conciusion that the bullots were
chaonged, and that they rust bave been
changed by somsone other than the
county clerk of York county,

‘T'he discription given by the witness
Simon with reference to the methods
used in the marking of these ballots was
before the committee previous to the
opening of the packages contalning the
ballots, and therefore before elther Mr.
Slmon or the committee had inspeetad
them. When the bLallots were opened
the wanner ln which they were marked
and thelr appearsuce clearly corroborat
od the tesslmony previously glven by
the wilness,

We repeat that this committee would
have been glad to have had the officers
whoso nawes have heen conneeted with
this fraud, to appear before them, but
they retused; denled vur authority, anil
by such refusal preveuted us from hav
Ihg the b wellt of thelr testimony : snd
by thelr example Influenced others 10
follow in the load of men high la pub
I rnllnm and lkewise disputed the
suthority of the committee, and refused
to ebey s demands
