The large companies in the Lehigh
reglion that have refused to move at
all since the Beranton convention was
held are Coxe Bros, & Co., the largest
coal producers in the Lehigh region:
G. B. Markle & Co., the Lehigh &
Wilkesharea company, the Lehigh Coal
and Navigarion company and a large
number of cmaller companies. Therc
is also a conslderable number of coal
compantes in the Lackawanna andd
Wyoming raglons that have not guar-
anteed the payment of the 10 per cent
advance unil April, The only dis-
trict that bhas accepted the terms of
the Scrantoa convention in full is No.
Y, better known as the Schuylkill dis-
trict,

Companies which produce 65 per
cent of a total production of the an-
thracite coal flelds have guaranteed
the payvment of the 10 per cent ad-
vance and lhave abollshed the sliding
scale,

When Mr, Mitchell was asked what
he would do if all the companies were
to post notices, he said:

“When all the companies have
posted notices then I will have some-
thing to say.”

When it was suggested to him that
there might be w break in the ranks
of the strikers if the contest was to
continue loager, he said no men will
g0 back to the mines until they
notified officlally to return,

The strikers here believe that the
companies which have failed to com-
ply with the agreement of Thursday's
conference 1o post an amendment to
the original offer continuing its ap-
plication until April 1 are influenced
by a desire to hold up the settlement
and see if it i8 not possible to cause
a break in the Schuylkill region.

by two or three patients and heavy
blews fell on the heads of the sur-
prised attendants, The keys were soon
taken from them and a rush was made
for the doo.,

Fach of toe patients as he passed
through the dining room picked up 1
heavy plate or bowl. From the dining
room they went through the adjoining
rooms and then into the long hall lepd-
Ing to the rear exit. Through the
yard they ran like deer and crowded
around the L'z gete in the wall, while
one of their number was turning th=e
key in the lock. When the gate was
thrown open they rusghed out of the
yard, running fairly over each otber
in their ansiety to be free again.

In the meantime the keepers had re-
covered from the surprize given them
by their assallants and gave an alarni.
("hase was given across the hospital
farm and all but seven of the patients
were captured., The keepers then took
the recaptured patients back to the in-
gtitution an1 had them securely lock-
ed up in other partg of the bullding.
By this time the keepers had formel
several searching parties and they all
started out to scour the woods in the
vicinity., The keepers who were as-
sanlted were given medical attention
and jolned in the gearch for the fugl-
tives. The revolt, it is thought, was
caused dire:tly by the cramped quar-
ters at the hospital.

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—Archbishop
Ireland, just returned from an extend-
ed trip abroad, today gave out a state-
ment of his impression of the showing
made by the Americans in Paris. The
only criticism to be made, in his opin-
fon, is that in most cases artistic effect
has been sacrificed  for plain utility.
This, he said, resulted In a failure to
attract as might otherwise have been
the ¢ase, The number of awards made
to American exhibitors should make
the people here proud of the part
taken by the United States.

“A new era,” sald he, “has set in for
us in commercial and diplomatic rela-
ticng and with the opening of the
twenticth century America steps into
the front rank of nations.”

Employes Get Inerewse of Ten Per Cent
Abolition of Kllding Scule wnd Arbitra-

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Oct, 18.—Tho
great strike of the anthracite mine
workers of Pennsylvania, which began
September 17, practically ended to-
day, when the Philadelphian & Read:
ing Iron and Ceal company and the
Lehigh Valley Coal company agreed to
abolish the sliding scale in thelr re-
spective regions and to grant an ad-
vance In wages of 10 ver cent net,
the advance to remain In operation
until April 1, 1901, or thereafter,

The deciglon was arrived at after
a conference between representatives
of the individual coal operators and
the large coal carrying roads, Tho
conference began yesterdiay., Today's
action was the culmination of the re-
cent meeting of the indlvidual oper-
ators at Scranton following the mine
workers' convention in the same city.

Nearly all of the collierleg in the
coal region had previously posted no-
tice granting an advance of 10 per
cent. The mine workers, besides this,
demanded the sliding sco'e in the Le-
high and Schuylkill reziens abolish-
ed, the increase to be guaranteed un-
til April 1, and other diderences sub-
mitted to arbitration, The individual
operators agreed to eveirything.

It Is conceded that the result of to-
day’'s conference I3 a complete victory
for the men.

All the demands of thelr convention
are aceeded to, and as one of the in-
dividuwal operators put it, the oper-
ators go a little further in malintain-

Ing the advance after April 1, This
same operator sald:
“It is all up to the miners. We

have agreed to everything, nothing re-
mains but for them to return to work
as soon as the notices are posted by
the managers. These notices will con-
form to the Reading's notice, 1 look
for a resumption of opcrations by
Monday at the latest, The conference
was entirely harmonious and every
phase of the strike situation was gone
over."

Just how soon the order notifyving
the men that the strike is over will
be posted can only be coujectured, It
is believed here that no order to re-
turn will be jssued until a notlee
similar to that of the Heading and
Lehigh companies is posted at all the
mines,

The Reading company's notice reads:

“It hereby withdraws the notice
posted October 3, 1900, and to bring
about practical uniformity in the ad-
vance of wages in the several coal
reglons, glves notice that it will sus-
pend the operation of the =liding scale,
will pay 10 ver cent advance on Sep-
tember wages until April, 1901, and
thereafter uatll further notice; and
will take up with its mine employes
any grievences which they may
have,”

No formal announcem~nt has been
made by the Lehigh Valicy Coal com-
pany, but as the Reading's statement
has been made public, Vice President
Garrett of the Lehigh company said:
“Concerning our operations in the
SBchuylkill country, our »ction will be
eimilar to that of the Reading. In
other reglons certain Lkings must be
treated separately, and we have not
decided with regard to them. These
matters are in the hands of Superin-
tendent Lathrop.”

Culvin, Pardee & Co,, extensive indi-
vidual operators in the ilazleton dis-
trict, late this afterncon announced
that they will tomorrow post notices
similar to that issued by the Reading
company. This Indicates what the in-
dividual operators will do,

CABINET TALKS ON CHINA,

Members Favorably Impressed with the
Turn Matters Have Taken,

WASHINGTON, Oct. 20.—The cabi-
net meeting today was devoted prinei-
pally to the consideration of the Chi-
nese situation, After the meeting the
members seemed impressed with the
favorable turn matters had taken and
the prospect of a satisfactory adjust-
ment. The government has recelved
the proposals of I.I Hung Chang and
Prince Ching, offering Indemnity and
guaranties for the future, and they
have been accepted In good faith. The
cabinet considered that the Chinese
government, In admitting tonat it bad
been in the wrong and in offering to
make proper reparation, as well as of-
fering to provide against a repetition
of disorders, had placed itself in tha
proper position and had opened the
way to negotiations for a complete set-
tlement.
