The Evolved Product of Centuries of
Invention.

The point of a needle is a very im-
portant part of that useful little in-
strument, and there are manyv points |
about needles ealculated to interest
the general public.

Few peo-
ple while threading a needle have
ever given a thought to the various
processes through which the wire
must pass before it comes out a
needle. Yet the manufacture of
needles ineludes some 21 different
nrocesses from entting the wire and
threading the double needles by the
eves to separating the two needles on
the one length of wire, heading, hard-
ening in oil, cleaning out the sides of
the eye, point-setting. and final pol-
ishing. For wrapping purple paper is
used, since it prevents rusting. There
are many sorts of needles, for sur-
geons’, cooks’, glovemakers’, weavers’,
sailmakers’. brcommakers’, milliners’
and dressmakers’ use. The needle is
the evolved product of centuries of
invention. In its primitive form it
was made of bone, ivory, or wood.
Point by point its manufacture has
improved, .until this little but not in-
significant instrument is now one of
the highly-finished produnets of twen-
tieth eentury machinery and skill—
