gypsy moth caterpillar, tearing it o
pleces. Its ability to kill is measured
only by the time at its disposal.
a particularly desirable parasite for a
number of different reasons, not the
least of which 1s that the female
raises a family of 500 childrep in a
season. Another desirable feature o
the predaceous beetle is the fact that
it lives to be three years old.

There is also the monodontonerous,
a parasite so small that individuals
can hardly be seen by the naked eye.
This little fellow is voracious out or
all proportion to his size, however,
and his particular fodder is the pupa
of the gypsy moth.

The manzagers of the Saugns labora-
tory imported the monodontonerous
from Europe in 1906, and the first con-
signment was liberated in the same
year.

Very scon the colony was lost, and
not a trace of it was seen for three
vears. Last summer it was located,
and the entomolcgists discovered that
it had spread and had covered an area
of 500 square miles, over all which 1t
was doing excellent work for the for-
estry department.

Another of the gypsy moth parasites
is the schedius, an immigrant from
Japan which has a scheme of its own
for working destruction. The female
deposits its eggs among the eggs ol
the gvpsy moth eggs. The larva
bhatches and feeds, developing to the
pupa stage before leaving the gypse
moth egg. There will be liberated
from the Saugus laboratories about
2,000,000 of the schedlus parasites.
