Cover with a cup of your soup
or gravy. Simmer half an hour, cov.
ered tightly. Take up the tongues,
keep them warm; steam the gravy;
thicken, put in four or five thin slices
of lemon from which the peel has

been taken; boil one minute and pour
over the fricassee.

Keep Milk Sweaas,

Fill a bottle o vwo within half an
inch of the neck, press a perforated
rubber stopper into each bottle, set
them in a pot of water until the water
begins to boiir then press a glass stop
per into the rubber ome, thus hep
metically sealing the bottle, which
should not be unfasteneq until ra
quired for use. Milk so treated is
freed from all germs of life or disease,
and o amount of thunder will turn it
sour.
